The Majority Standard Bible (MSB) is the Majority Text version of the BSB, including the BSB Old
Testament plus the NT translated according to the Byzantine Majority Text. This modern English
translation of the Holy Bible is effective for public reading, study, memorization, and evangelism.
Each word is connected back to the Greek or Hebrew text to produce a transparent text that can
be studied for its root meanings.

The Berean Bible Translation Committee has employed an open process where translation
tables are freely available and all comments are welcomed and considered. These sources may
also be downloaded and shared freely. Please see the Berean Bible website for a full description
of the translation committee and process.

We pray that this text will enable readers to connect with God’s Word to study it, memorize it,
share it, and proclaim it. We are inspired by the model of the early Christian church:

After this letter has been read among you,
make sure that it is also read in the church of the Laodiceans,
and that you in turn read the letter from Laodicea.

The Birth of Jesus (Isaiah 7:10-16; Luke 2:1-7)

18This is how the birth of Jesus Christ came
about: His mother Mary was pledged in marriage
to Joseph, but before they came together, she was
found to be with child through the Holy Spirit.
19Because Joseph her husband was a righteous
man and was unwilling to disgrace her publicly,
he resolved to divorce her quietly.

20But after he had pondered these things, an
angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream and
said, “Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid
to embrace Mary as your wife, for the One
conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. 21She
will give birth to a Son, and you are to give Him
the name Jesus,¢ because He will save His people
from their sins.”

22 All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had
said through the prophet:

23“Behold, the virgin will be with child
and will give birth to a son,
and they will call Him Immanuel”f

The Pilgrimage of the Magi (Micah 5:1-6)

After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea,

during the time of King Herod, Magi from
the east arrived in Jerusalem, 2asking, “Where
is the One who has been born King of the Jews?
We saw His star in the east¢ and have come to
worship Him.”

3When Herod the kingd heard this, he was dis-
turbed, and all Jerusalem with him. 4And when
he had assembled all the chief priests and scribes
of the people, he asked them where the Christ
was to be born.

5“In Bethlehem in Judea,” they replied, “for this
is what the prophet has written:

6‘But you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah,
are by no means least among the rulers of
Judah,
for out of you will come a ruler
who will be the shepherd of My people
[srael.’¢”

7Then Herod called the Magi secretly and
learned from them the exact time the star had ap-
peared. 8And sending them to Bethlehem, he
said: “Go and search carefully for the Child, and
when you find Him, report to me, so that I too
may go and worship Him.”

9After they had heard the king, they went on
their way, and the star they had seen in the east
went ahead of them until it stood over the place
where the Child was.

This fulfilled what the
Lord had spoken through the prophet: “Out of
Egypt I called My Son.”9

Weeping and Great Mourning (Jer. 31:1-25)

16When Herod saw that he had been outwitted
by the Magi, he was filled with rage. Sending
orders, he put to death all the boys in Bethlehem
and its vicinity who were two years old and un-
der, according to the time he had learned from
the Magi. 17 Then what was spoken through the
prophet Jeremiah was fulfilled:

18“A voice is heard in Ramabh,
lamentation and" weeping and great
mourning,
Rachel weeping for her children
and refusing to be comforted,
because they are no more.”!

The Return to Nazareth (Luke 2:39-40)

19After Herod died, an angel of the Lord ap-
peared in a dream to Joseph in Egypt. 20“Get up!”
he said. “Take the Child and His mother and go to
the land of Israel, for those seeking the Child’s life
are now dead.”

21So Joseph got up, took the Child and His
mother, and went to the land of Israel. 22But
when he learned that Archelaus was reigning in
Judea in place of his father Herod, he was afraid
to go there. And having been warned in a dream,
he withdrew to the district of Galilee, 23and he
went and lived in a town called Nazareth. So was
fulfilled what was spoken through the prophets:
“He will be called a Nazarene.”

The Mission of John the Baptist (Isa. 40:1-5;

Anger and Reconciliation (Luke 12:57-59)

Judas Hangs Himself (Zechariah 11:10-17)

betraying innocent” blood,” he said.

“What is that to us?” they replied. “You bear the
responsibility.”

“You have said so,” Jesus replied.

12 And when He was accused by the chief priests
and elders, He gave no answer.

13Then Pilate asked Him, “Do You not hear how
many charges they are bringing against You?”

14But Jesus gave no answer, not even to a single
charge, much to the governor’s amazement.

27Then the governor’s soldiers took Jesus into
the Praetorium and gathered the whole company
around Him.

The Tradition of the Elders
(Matthew 15:1-9)

Then the Pharisees and some of the scribes

who had come from Jerusalem gathered
around Jesus. 2And seeing some of His disciples
eating with hands that were defiled (that is,
unwashed), they found fault.@

3Now in holding to the tradition of the elders, the
Pharisees and all the Jews do not eat until they
wash their hands ceremonially. 4And on return-
ing from the market, they do not eat unless they
wash. And there are many other traditions for
them to observe, including the washing of cups,
pitchers, kettles, and couches for dining.¢

5So the Pharisees and scribes questioned Jesus:
“Why do Your disciples not walk according to the
tradition of the elders? Instead, they eat with
unwashedd hands.”

6]Jesus answered them, “Isaiah prophesied cor-
rectly about you hypocrites, as it is written:

‘These people honor Me with their
lips,
but their hearts are far from Me.
7They worship Me in vain;
they teach as doctrine the precepts
of men.’e

8You have disregarded the commandment of
God to keep the tradition of men—the washing
of pitchers and cups, and many other similar
things you do./”

9He went on to say, “You neatly set aside the
command of God to maintaind your own tradi-
tion. 10For Moses said, ‘Honor your father and
your mother’? and ‘Anyone who curses his father
or mother must be put to death.”i 11But you say
that if a man says to his father or mother, ‘What-
ever you would have received from me is Corban’
(that is, a gift devoted to God), 12he is no longer
permitted to do anything for his father or
mother. 13Thus you nullify the word of God by
the tradition you have handed down. And you do
so in many such matters.”
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What Defiles a Man (Matthew 15:10-20)

made Himself known in this way: 2Simon Peter,

Thomas called Didymus,/ Nathanael from Cana

in Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two other dis-

ciples were together. 3Simon Peter told them, “I
am going fishing.”

“We will go with you,” they said. So they went out
and immediatelyd got into the boat, but caught
nothing that night.

4Early in the morning, Jesus stood on the shore,
but the disciples did not recognize that it was Je-
sus. 5So He called out to them, “Children, do you
have any fish?”

“No,” they answered.

6He told them, “Cast the net on the right side of
the boat, and you will find some.” So they cast it
there, and they were unable to haul it in because
of the great number of fish.

7Then the disciple whom Jesus loved said to
Peter, “It is the Lord!” As soon as Simon Peter
heard that it was the Lord, he put on his outer
garment (for he had removed it) and jumped into
the sea.

In my first book, O Theophilus, I wrote

aboutall that Jesus began to do and to teach,
2until the day He was taken up to heaven, after
giving instructions through the Holy Spirit to the
apostles He had chosen. 3 After His suffering, He
presented Himself to them with many convincing
proofs that He was alive. He appeared to them
over a span of forty days and spoke about the
kingdom of God.

The Holy Spirit at Pentecost
(Genesis 11:1-9; Leviticus 23:15-22)

When the day of Pentecost? came, they were

all with one accord? in one place. 2Suddenly
a sound like a mighty rushing wind came from
heaven and filled the whole house where they
were sitting. 3They saw tongues like flames of
fire that separated and came to rest on each of
them.

Now a man named Ananias, together with
his wife Sapphira, also sold a piece of prop-
erty. 2With his wife’s full knowledge, he kept
back some of the proceeds for himself, but
brought a portion and laid it at the apostles’ feet.

3Then Peter said, “Ananias, how is it that Satan
has filled your heart to lie to the Holy Spirit and
withhold some of the proceeds from the land?
4Did it not belong to you before it was sold? And
after it was sold, was it not at your disposal? How
could you conceive such a deed in your heart?
You have not lied to men, but to God!”

50n hearing these words, Ananias fell down and
died. And great fear came over all who heard
what had happened. 6Then the young men
stepped forward, wrapped up his body, and car-
ried him out and buried him.

7About three hours later his wife also came in,
unaware of what had happened. 8“Tell me,” said
Peter, “is this the price you and your husband got
for the land?”

“Yes,” she answered, “that is the price.”

9“How could you agree to test the Spirit of the
Lord?” Peter replied. “Look, the feet of the men
who buried your husband are at the door, and
they will carry you out also.”

10 At that instant she fell down at his feet and
died. Then the young men came in and, finding
her dead, carried her out and buried her beside
her husband.

The Apostles Heal Many

12The apostles performed many signs and won-
ders among the people, and with one accord the
believers gathered together in Solomon’s Colon-
nade. 13Although the people regarded them
highly, no one else dared to join them. 14Yet
more and more believers were brought to the
Lord—Ilarge numbers of both men and women.

15As a result, people brought the sick into the
streets and laid them on cots and mats, so that at
least Peter’s shadow might fall on some of them
as he passed by. 16Crowds also gathered from
the towns around Jerusalem, bringing the sick

19But during the night an angel of the Lord
opened the doors of the jail and brought them
out, saying, 20“Go, stand in the temple courts?

When the high priest and his associates arrived,
they convened the Sanhedrin®—the full assem-
bly of the elders of Israel—and sent to the jail for
the apostles. 22But on arriving at the jail, the
officers did not find them there. So they returned
with the report: 23“We indeed¢ found the jail
securely locked, with the guards posted befored
the doors; but when we opened them, we found
no one inside.”

24When the high priest and¢ the captain of the
temple guard and the chief priests heard this
account, they were perplexed as to what was
happening.f 25Then someone came in and an-
nounced, “Look, the men you putin jail are stand-
ing in the temple courts teaching the people!”

26 At that point, the captain went with the offic-
ers and brought the apostles—but not by force,
for fear the people would stone them. 27 They
brought them in and made them stand before the
Sanhedrin, where the high priest interrogated
them. 28“Did we not give you strict orders not to
teach in this name?” he asked.9 “Yet you have
filled Jerusalem with your teaching and are
determined to make us responsible for this
man'’s blood.”

29But Peter and the other apostles replied, “We
must obey God rather than men.

Gamaliel’s Advice

33When the Council members heard this, they
were enraged, and they resolved! to put the apos-
tles to death. 34But a Pharisee named Gamaliel, a
teacher of the law who was honored by all the
people, stood up in the Sanhedrin and ordered
that the apostles/ be put outside for a short time.

35“Men of Israel,” he said, “consider carefully
what you are about to do to these men. 36Some
time ago Theudas rose up, claiming to be
somebody, and about four hundred men rallied
to him.k He was killed, all his followers were
dispersed, and it all came to nothing. 37 After
him, Judas the Galilean appeared in the days of
the census and drew away many! people after
him. He too perished, and all his followers were
scattered.

38So in the present case [ advise you: Leave these
men alone. Let them go! For if their purpose or
endeavor is of human origin, it will fail. 39But if
itis from God, you cannot stop it.”” You may even
find yourselves fighting against God.”

40 At this, they yielded to Gamaliel. They called
the apostles in and had them flogged. Then they
ordered them not to speak in the name of Jesus,
and released them.

41The apostles left the Sanhedrin, rejoicing that
they had been counted worthy of suffering dis-
grace for the name of Jesus.” 42Every day, in the
temple courts and from house to house, they did
not stop teaching and proclaiming the good news
that Jesus is the Christ.

The Arrest of Stephen

8Now Stephen, who was full of faith¢ and power,
was performing great wonders and signs among
the people. 9But resistance arose from what was
called the Synagogue of the Freedmen, including
Cyrenians, Alexandrians, and men from the prov-
inces of Cilicia and Asia.f They disputed with
Stephen, 10but they could not stand up to his
wisdom or the Spirit by whom he spoke.

11Then they prompted some men to say, “We
heard Stephen speak words of blasphemy against
Moses and against God.”

12So they stirred up the people, elders, and
scribes and confronted Stephen. They seized him
and brought him before the Sanhedrin,d 13where
they presented false witnesses who said, “This
man never stops speaking blasphemies” against
this holy place and against the law. 14For we
have heard him say that Jesus of Nazareth will
destroy this place and change the customs that
Moses handed down to us.”

(Exodus 2:1-10; Hebrews 11:23-29)

20At that time Moses was born, and he was
beautiful in the sight of God.c For three months
he was nurtured in his father’s house.

55But Stephen, full of the Holy Spirit, looked
intently into heaven and saw the glory of God and
Jesus standing at the right hand of God. 56“Look,”
he said, “I see heaven open and the Son of Man
standing at the right hand of God.”

57 At this they covered their ears, cried out in a
loud voice, and rushed together at him. 58 They
dragged him out of the city and began to stone
him. Meanwhile the witnesses laid their gar-
ments at the feet of a young man named Saul.

59While they were stoning him, Stephen ap-
pealed, “Lord Jesus, receive my spirit.” 60Falling
on his knees, he cried out in a loud voice, “Lord,

And when he
had said this, he fell asleep.

Saul Persecutes the Church

And Saul was there, giving approval to
Stephen’s death.

On that day a great persecution broke out against
the church in Jerusalem, and all except the
apostles were scattered throughout Judea and
Samaria. 2God-fearing men buried Stephen and
mourned deeply over him. 3But Saul began to
destroy the church. Going from house to house,
he dragged off men and women and put them in
prison.

Philip in Samaria

4Those who had been scattered preached the
word wherever they went. 5Philip went down
to a city in Samariafand proclaimed the Christ to
them. 6The crowds all paid close attention to
Philip’s message and to the signs they saw him
perform. 7With loud shrieks, unclean spirits
came out of many who were possessed, and
many of the paralyzed and lame were healed. 8So
there was great joy in that city.

Simon the Sorcerer (Deuteronomy 18:9-14)

9Prior to that time, a man named Simon had
practiced sorcery in the city and astounded the
people of Samaria. He claimed to be someone
great, 10and from the least to the greatest they
heeded his words9 and said, “This man is the
great power of God."” 11They paid close atten-
tion to him because he had astounded them for a
long time with his sorcery.

23 After many days had passed, the Jews con-
spired to kill him, 24but Saul learned of their plot.
Day and night they watched the city gates in
order to kill him. 250ne night, however, the
disciplesd took him and lowered him in a basket
through a window in the wall.?

Saul in Jerusalem

26When Saul arrived in Jerusalem, he tried to
join the disciples, but they were all afraid of him,
not believing that he was a disciple. 27 Then Bar-
nabas brought him to the apostles and described
how Saul had seen the Lord, who had spoken to
him on the road to Damascus, and how Saul had
spoken boldly in that city in the name of Jesus.!

2850 Saul stayed with them, moving about freely
in Jerusalem and speaking boldly in the name of
the Lord Jesus./ 29He talked and debated with
the Grecian Jews,k but they tried to kill him.
30When the brothers learned of this, they took
him down to Caesarea and sent him off to Tarsus.

The Healing of Aeneas

31Then the churches! throughout Judea, Galilee,
and Samaria experienced a time of peace. They
grew in strength™ and numbers, living in the fear
of the Lord and the encouragement of the Holy
Spirit.

32 As Peter traveled throughout the area, he went
to visit the saints in Lydda. 33 There he found a
man named Aeneas who had been paralyzed and
bedridden for eight years. 34“Aeneas,” Peter said
to him, “Jesus Christ heals you! Get up and put
away your mat.” Immediately Aeneas got up,
35and all who lived in Lydda and Sharon saw him
and turned to the Lord.

The Raising of Tabitha (John 11:38-44)

36In Joppa there was a disciple named Tabitha
(which is translated as Dorcas),” who was always
occupied with works of kindness and charity.
37 At that time, however, she became sick and
died, and her body was washed and placed in an
upper room.¢ 38Since Lydda was near Joppa, the
disciples, hearing that Peter was there, sent? to
urge him, “Come to them? without delay.”

39So Peter got up and went with them. On his
arrival, they took him to the upper room.

40Then Peter sent them all out of the room. He
knelt down and prayed, and turning toward her
body, he said, “Tabitha, get up!” She opened her
eyes, and seeing Peter, she sat up. 41Peter took
her by the hand and helped her up. Then he
called the saints and widows and presented her
to them alive.

42This became known all over Joppa, and many
people believed in the Lord. 43And Peter stayed
for several days in Joppa with a tanner named
Simon.

Cornelius Sends for Peter
1 At Caesarea there was a man named
Cornelius, a centurion in what was
called the Italian Regiment. 2He and all his
household were devout and God-fearing. He gave
generously to the people and prayed to God reg-
ularly. 30ne day at about the ninth hour,? he had
a clear vision of an angel of God who came to him
and said, “Cornelius!”

4Cornelius stared at him in fear and asked, “What
is it, Lord?”

The angel answered, “Your prayers and gifts to
the poor have ascended as a memorial offering
before God. 5Now send men to Joppa to call for
Simon? who is called Peter. 6He is staying with
Simon the tanner, whose house is by the sea.c”

7When the angel who spoke to him had gone,
Cornelius called two of his servants and a devout
soldier from among his attendants. 8He ex-
plained what had happened and sent them to

Joppa.

25 As Peter was about to enter, Cornelius met him
and fell at his feet to worship him. 26 But Peter
helped him up. “Stand up,” he said, “I am only a
man myself.”

36 He has sent this message
to the people of Israel, proclaiming the gospel of
peace through Jesus Christ, who is Lord of all.

37You yourselves know what has happened
throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee with the
baptism that John proclaimed: 38how God
anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit
and with power, and how Jesus went around do-
ing good and healing all who were oppressed by
the devil, because God was with Him.

39We are witnesses of all that He did, both in the
land of the Jews and in Jerusalem. And although
they put Him to death by hanging Him on a tree,
40God raised Him up on the third day and caused
Him to be seen— 41not by all the people, but by
the witnesses God had chosen beforehand, by us
who ate and drank with Him after He rose from
the dead. 42And He commanded us to preach to
the people and to testify that He is the One ap-
pointed by God to judge the living and the dead.

The Gentiles Receive the Holy Spirit
(Acts 19:1-7)

44While Peter was still speaking these words, the
Holy Spirit fell upon all who heard his message.
45 Alld the circumcised believers who had accom-
panied Peter were astounded that the gift of the
Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the Gen-
tiles. 46 For they heard them speaking in tongues
and exalting God.

Then Peter said, 47 “Can anyone withhold the wa-
ter to baptize these people? They have received
the Holy Spirit just as we have!” 48So he ordered
that they be baptized in the name of the Lord.
Then they asked him to stay for a few days.

Peter’s Report at Jerusalem

1 The apostles and brothers throughout
Judea soon heard that the Gentiles also
had received the word of God. 2So when Peter
went up to Jerusalem, the circumcised believers/
took issue with him 3and said, “You visited un-
circumcised men and ate with them.”

4But Peter began and explained to them the
whole sequence of events: 5“1 was in the city of
Joppa praying, and in a trance I saw a vision of
something like a large sheet being let down from
heaven by its four corners, and it came right
down to me. 61 looked at it closely and saw four-
footed animals of the earth, wild beasts, reptiles,
and birds of the air. 7Then I heard a voice saying
to me, ‘Get up, Peter, kill and eat.

8‘No, Lord, I said, ‘for nothing impured or un-
clean has ever entered my mouth.’

9But the voice spoke to me” from heaven a sec-
ond time, ‘Do not call anything impure that God
has made clean.’

10This happened three times, and everything
was drawn back up into heaven.

11Just then three men sent to me from Caesarea
stopped at the house where I was staying. 12The
Spirit told me to accompany them without hesi-
tation. These six brothers also went with me, and
we entered the man’s home. 13He told us how he
had seen an angel standing in his house and say-
ing, ‘Send men! to Joppa for Simon who is called
Peter. 14He will convey to you a message by
which you and all your household will be saved.’

15As I began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell upon
them, just as He had fallen upon us at the begin-
ning. 16 Then [ remembered the word of the Lord,
how He said, ‘John baptized with water, but you
will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.’@17So if God
gave them the same gift He gave us who believed
in the Lord Jesus Christ,> who was I to hinder the
work of God?”

18When they heard this, they had no further ob-
jections, and they glorified God, saying, “So then,
God has granted even the Gentiles repentance
unto life.”

The Church at Antioch

19Meanwhile those scattered by the persecution
that began with Stephen traveled as far as Phoe-
nicia, Cyprus, and Antioch, speaking the message
only to Jews. 20But some of them, men from
Cyprus and Cyrene, went to Antioch and began
speaking to the Greeks,¢ proclaiming the good
news about the Lord Jesus. 21The hand of the
Lord was with them, and a great number of peo-
ple believed and turned to the Lord.

22When news of this reached the ears of the
church in Jerusalem, they sent out Barnabas, that
he should go to Antioch.¢ 23When he arrived and
saw the grace of God, he rejoiced and encouraged
them all to abide in the Lord with all their hearts.
24Barnabas was a good man, full of the Holy
Spirit and faith, and a great number of people
were brought to the Lord.

25Then Barnabas went to Tarsus to look for Saul,
26and when he found him, he brought him back
to Antioch. So for a full year they met together
with the church and taught large numbers of
people. The disciples were first called Christians
at Antioch.

27]n those days some prophets came down
from Jerusalem to Antioch. 280ne of them named
Agabus stood up and predicted through the
Spirit that a great famine would sweep across the
whole world.f (This happened under Claudius
Caesard.) 29So the disciples, each according to
his ability, decided to send relief to the brothers
living in Judea. 30This they did, sending their
gifts to the elders with Barnabas and Saul.

Acts 12:14 | 141

James Killed, Peter Imprisoned

1 About that time, King Herod" reached

out to harm! some who belonged to the
church. 2He had James, the brother of John, put
to death with the sword.

3And seeing that this pleased the Jews, Herod
proceeded to seize Peter during the Feast of
Unleavened Bread./ 4He arrested him and put
him in prison, handing him over to be guarded
by four squads of four soldiers each. Herod
intended to bring him out to the people after the
Passover.

The Rescue of Peter

5So0 Peter was kept in prison, but the church was
earnestly ¥ praying to God for him.

60n the night before Herod was to bring him to
trial, Peter was sleeping between two soldiers,
bound with two chains, with sentries standing
guard at the entrance to the prison. 7Suddenly an
angel of the Lord appeared and a light shone in
the cell. He tapped Peter on the side and woke
him up, saying, “Get up quickly.” And the chains
fell off his wrists. 8“Get dressed and put on your
sandals,” said the angel. Peter did so, and the an-
gel told him, “Wrap your cloak around you and
follow me.”

9So Peter followed him out, but he was unaware
that what the angel was doing was real. He
thought he was only seeing a vision. 10They
passed the first and second guards and came to
the iron gate leading to the city, which opened for
them by itself. When they had gone outside and
walked the length of one block, the angel sud-
denly left him.

11Then Peter came to himself and said, “Now I
know for sure that the Lord has sent His angel
and rescued me from Herod’s grasp and from
everything the Jewish people were anticipating.”

12 And when he had realized this, he went to the
house of Mary the mother of John, also called
Mark, where many people had gathered together
and were praying. 13Peter! knocked at the outer
gate, and a servant girl named Rhoda came to an-
swer it. 14When she recognized Peter’s voice, she
was so overjoyed that she forgot to open the gate,

at the gate!”

15“You are out of your mind,” they told her. But
when she kept insisting it was so, they said, “It
must be his angel.”

16But Peter kept on knocking, and when they
opened the door and saw him, they were
astounded. 17 Peter motioned with his hand for
silence, and he described how the Lord had
brought him out of the prison. “Send word to
James and to the brothers,” he said, and he left
for another place.

18At daybreak there was no small commotion
among the soldiers as to what had become of Pe-
ter. 19 After Herod had searched for him unsuc-
cessfully, he examined the guards and ordered
that they be executed. Then he went down from
Judea to Caesarea and spent some time there.

The Death of Herod

20Now Herod was in a furious dispute@ with the
people of Tyre and Sidon, and they convened be-
fore him. Having secured the support of Blastus,
the king’s chamberlain, they asked for peace,
because their region depended on the king's
country for food. 210n the appointed day, Herod
donned his royal robes, sat on his throne, and
addressed the people. 22And they began to
shout, “This is the voice of a god, not a man!”

23Immediately, because Herod did not give glory
to God, an angel of the Lord struck him down, and
he was eaten by worms and died.

24But the word of God? continued to spread and
multiply.

25When Barnabas and Saul had fulfilled their
mission to Jerusalem, they returned,© bringing
with them John, also called Mark.

Paul’s First Missionary Journey Begins
(Acts 15:36-41; 18:23-28)

1 Now in the church at Antioch there were

certaind prophets and teachers: Barna-
bas, Simeon called Niger, Lucius of Cyrene,
Manaen (who had been brought up with Herod
the tetrarch), and Saul. ZWhile they were wor-
shiping the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said,
“Set apart for Me Barnabas and Saul for the work
to which I have called them.” 3And after they had

fasted and prayed, they laid their hands on them
and sent them off.

On Cyprus

4So Barnabas and Saul, sent forth by the Holy
Spirit, went down to Seleucia and sailed from
there to Cyprus. 5When they arrived at Salamis,
they proclaimed the word of God in the Jewish
synagogues. And John was with them as their
helper.

6They traveled through the island¢ as far as Pa-
phos, where they found a Jewish sorcerer and
false prophet named Bar-Jesus, 7an attendant of
the proconsul, Sergius Paulus. The proconsul, a
man of intelligence, summoned Barnabas and
Saul because he wanted to hear the word of God.
8But Elymas the sorcerer (for that is what his
name means) opposed them and tried to turn the
proconsul from the faith.

9Then Saul, who was also called Paul, filled with
the Holy Spirit, looked directly at Elymas 10and
said, “O child of the devil and enemy of all right-
eousness, you are full of all kinds of deceit and
trickery! Will you never stop perverting the
straight ways of the Lord? 11Now look, the hand
of the Lord is against you, and for a time you will
be blind and unable to see the light of the sun.”
Immediately mist and darkness fell/ over him,
and he groped about, seeking someone to lead
him by the hand.

12When the proconsul saw what had happened,
he believed, for he was astonished at the teach-
ing about the Lord.

In Pisidian Antioch

13 After setting sail from Paphos, Paul and his
companions came to Perga in Pamphylia, where
John left them to return to Jerusalem. 14And
from Perga, they traveled inland to Pisidian An-
tioch, where they entered the synagogue on the
Sabbath and sat down. 15After the reading from
the Law and the Prophets, the synagogue leaders
sent word to them: “Brothers, if you have a word
of encouragement for the people, please speak.”

16Paul stood up, motioned with his hand, and be-
gan to speak: “Men of Israel and you Gentiles
who fear God, listen to me! 17 The God of the peo-
pled chose our fathers. He made them into a great

people during their stay in Egypt, and with an
uplifted arm He led them out of that land. 18He
endured their conduct for about forty years in
the wilderness. 19And having vanquished seven
nations in Canaan, He gave their land to His peo-
ple as their inheritance.2 20Al] this took about
450 years.

After this, God gave them judges until the time of
Samuel the prophet. 21Then the people asked for
a king, and God gave them Saul son of Kish, from
the tribe of Benjamin, who ruled forty years.
22 After removing Saul, He raised up David as
their king and testified about him: ‘I have found
David son of Jesse a man after My own heart; he
will carry out My will in its entirety.’?

23From the descendants of this man, God has
brought to Israel salvation,¢ as He promised.
24Before the arrival of Jesus, John preached a
baptism of repentance to Israel. 25As John was
completing his course, he said, ‘Who do you sup-
pose I am? [ am not that One. But there is One
coming after me whose sandals I am not worthy
to untie.’e

26 Brothers, children of Abraham, and you Gen-
tiles who fear God, it is to you/ that this message
of salvation has been sent. 27 The people of Jeru-
salem and their rulers did not recognize Jesus,
yet in condemning Him they fulfilled the words
of the prophets that are read every Sabbath.
28 And though they found no ground for a death
sentence, they asked Pilate to have Him exe-
cuted.

29When they had carried out all that was written
about Him, they took Him down from the tree
and laid Him in a tomb. 30But God raised Him
from the dead, 31and for many days He was
seen by those who had accompanied Him from
Galilee to Jerusalem. They ared His witnesses to
our people.

32 And now we proclaim to you the good news:
What God promised our fathers 33He has ful-
filled for us, their children, by raising up Jesus. As
it is written in the second Psalm:

‘You are My Son;
today I have become Your Father.'?

A Light for the Gentiles (Isaiah 49:1-6)

42 As the Jews were leaving the synagogue, the
Gentiles urged™ Paul and Barnabas to continue
this message on the next Sabbath. 43 After the
synagogue was dismissed, many of the Jews and
devout converts to Judaism followed Paul and
Barnabas, who spoke to them and urged them to
continue in the grace of God.

440n the following Sabbath, nearly the whole
city gathered to hear the word of God.” 45But
when the Jews saw the crowds, they were filled
with jealousy, and they blasphemously opposed
and contradicted? what Paul was saying.

46Then Paul and Barnabas answered them
boldly: “It was necessary to speak the word of
God to you first. But since you reject it and do not
consider yourselves worthy of eternal life, we
now turn to the Gentiles. 47For this is what the
Lord has commanded us:

‘T have made you a light for the Gentiles,
to bring salvation to the ends of the earth.’»”

50The Jews, however, incited the religious
women of prominence and the leading men of
the city. They stirred up persecution against Paul
and Barnabas and drove them out of their dis-
trict. 51So they shook the dust off their feet in
protest against them and went to Iconium. 52 And
the disciples were filled with joy and with the
Holy Spirit.

Paul and Barnabas at Iconium
1 At Iconium, Paul and Barnabas went as
usual into the Jewish synagogue, where
they spoke so well that a great number of Jews
and Greeks believed. 2But the unbelieving Jews
stirred up the Gentiles and poisoned their minds
against the brothers. 3So Paul and Barnabas
spent considerable time there, speaking boldly
for the Lord, who affirmed the message of His
grace by enabling them to perform signs and
wonders.

4The people of the city were divided. Some sided
with the Jews, and others with the apostles. 5But
when the Gentiles and Jews, together with their
rulers, set out to mistreat and stone them, 6they
found out about it and fled to the Lycaonian cities
of Lystra and Derbe and to the surrounding
region, 7where they continued to preach the
gospel.

The Visit to Lystra and Derbe

8In Lystra there sat a man crippled in his feet,
who was lame from birth and had never walked.
9This man was listening to the words of Paul,
who looked intently at him and saw that he had
faith to be healed. 10In a loud voice Paul called
out, “Stand up on your feet!” And the man
jumped up and began to walk.

11When the crowds saw what Paul had done,
they lifted up their voices in the Lycaonian
language: “The gods have come down to us in
human form!” 12Barnabas they called Zeus, and
Paul they called Hermes, because he was the
chief speaker. 13The priest of Zeus, whose tem-
ple was just outside their city,2 brought bulls
and wreaths to the city gates, hoping to offer a
sacrifice along with the crowds.

14But when the apostles Barnabas and Paul
found out about this, they tore their clothes and
rushed into the crowd, shouting, 15“Men, why
are you doing this? We too are only men, human
like you. We are bringing you good news that you
should turn from these worthless things to the
living God, who made heaven and earth and sea
and everything in them. 16In past generations,
He let all nations go their own way. 17Yet He
has not left Himself without testimony to His
goodness: He gives you? rain from heaven and
fruitful seasons, filling our¢ hearts with food and
gladness.”

18Even with these words, Paul and Barnabas
could hardly stop the crowds from sacrificing to
them.

19Then some Jews arrived from Antioch and Ico-
nium and won over the crowds. They stoned Paul
and dragged him outside the city, presuming he
was dead. 20But after the disciples had gathered
around him, he got up and went back into the
city. And the next day he left with Barnabas for
Derbe.

Strengthening the Disciples

21They preached the gospel to that city and
made many disciples. Then they returned to
Lystra, Iconium, and Antioch, 22strengthening
the souls of the disciples and encouraging them
to continue in the faith. “We must endure many
hardships to enter the kingdom of God,” they
said.

23Paul and Barnabas appointed elders for them
in each church, praying and fasting as they
entrusted them to the Lord, in whom they had
believed.

24 After passing through Pisidia, they came to
Pamphylia.

1 Then some men came down from Judea
and were teaching the brothers, “Unless
you are circumcised according to the custom of
Moses, you cannot be saved.”

believers, to go up to Jerusalem to see the apos-
tles and elders about this question.

3Sent on their way by the church, they passed
through Phoenicia? and Samaria, recounting the
conversion of the Gentiles and bringing great joy
to all the brothers. 40n their arrival in Jerusalem,
they were welcomed by the church and apostles
and elders, to whom they reported all that God
had done through them.c

The Council at Jerusalem
(Amos 9:11-15; Galatians 2:1-10)

5But some believers from the party of the Phari-
sees stood up and declared, “The Gentiles must
be circumcised and required to obey the law of
Moses.” 6So the apostles and elders met to look
into this matter.

7 After much debate,d Peter got up and said to
them, “Brothers, you know that in the early days
God made a choice among us¢ that the Gentiles
would hear from my lips the message of the gos-
pel and believe. 8And God, who knows the heart,
showed His approval by giving the Holy Spirit to
them, just as He did to us. 9He made no distinc-
tion between us and them, for He cleansed their
hearts by faith.

10Now then, why do you test God by placing on
the necks of the disciples a yoke that neither we
nor our fathers have been able to bear? 110n the
contrary, we believe it is through the grace of the
Lord Jesus/that we are saved, just as they are.”

12The whole assembly fell silent as they listened
to Barnabas and Paul describing the signs and
wonders God had done among the Gentiles
through them. 13When they had finished speak-
ing, James declared, “Brothers, listen to me! 14Si-
mon 9 has told us how God first visited the
Gentiles to take from them a people to be His
own. 15The words of the prophets agree with
this, as it is written:

The Letter to the Gentile Believers

22Then the apostles and elders, with the whole
church, decided to select men from among them
to send to Antioch with Paul and Barnabas. They
chose Judas called Barsabbas/ and Silas, two
leaders among the brothers, 23and sent them
with this letter:

The apostles, elders, and brothers,*

To the brothers among the Gentiles in
Antioch, Syria, and Cilicia:

Greetings.

241t has come to our attention that some
went out from us without our authorization
and unsettled you, troubling your minds by
saying that you must be circumcised and
keep the law.! 2550 we all agreed to send
chosen men™ to you along with our beloved
Barnabas and Paul, 26 men who have risked
their lives for the name of our Lord Jesus
Christ. 27Therefore we are sending Judas
and Silas to tell you in person the same
things we are writing.

28]t seemed good to the Holy Spirit and to us
not to burden you with anything beyond
these essential requirements: 29You must
abstain from food sacrificed to idols, from
blood, from the meat of strangled animals,

30So the men were sent off and went? to Antioch,
where they assembled the congregation and
delivered the letter. 31When the people read it,
they rejoiced at its encouraging message.

32Judas and Silas, who themselves were proph-
ets, said much to encourage and strengthen
the brothers. 33 After spending some time there,
they were sent off by the brothers in peace to
return to the apostles.? 35But Paul and Barnabas
remained at Antioch, along with many others,
teaching and preaching the word of the Lord.

Paul’s Second Missionary Journey Begins
(Acts 13:1-3; Acts 18:23-28)

36Some time later Paul said to Barnabas, “Let us
go back and visit our brothers¢ in every town
where we proclaimed the word of the Lord, to
see how they are doing.” 37Barnabas wanted to
take John called? Mark. 38 But Paul thought it best
not to take him, because he had deserted them in
Pamphylia and had not accompanied them in the
work.

39Their disagreement was so sharp that they
parted company. Barnabas took Mark and sailed
for Cyprus, 40but Paul chose Silas and left, com-
mended by the brothers to the grace of God.
41And he traveled through Syria and Cilicia,
strengthening the churches.

Timothy Joins Paul and Silas

1 Paul came to Derbe and then to Lystra,

where he found a disciple named Timo-
thy, the son of a believing Jewish woman and a
Greek father. 2The brothers in Lystra and Ico-
nium spoke well of him. 3Paul wanted Timothy
to accompany him, so he took him and circum-
cised him on account of the Jews in that area, for
they all knew that his father was a Greek.

4As they went from town to town, they delivered
the decisions handed down by the apostles and
elders in Jerusalem for the people to obey. 5So
the churches were strengthened in the faith and
grew daily in numbers.

15And when she and her household had been
baptized, she urged us, “If you consider me a be-
liever in the Lord, come and stay at my house.”
And she persuaded us.

Paul and Silas Imprisoned

160ne day as we were going to the place of
prayer, we were met by a slave girl with a spirit
of divination,! who earned a large income for her
masters by fortune-telling. 17 This girl followed
Paul and the rest of us,” shouting, “These men
are servants of the Most High God, who are pro-
claiming to us” the way of salvation!”

18She continued this for many days. Eventually
Paul grew so aggravated that he turned and said
to the spirit, “In the name of Jesus Christ I com-
mand you to come out of her!” And the spirit left
her at that very moment.

19When the girl’s owners saw that their hope of
making money was gone, they seized Paul and Si-
las and dragged them before the authorities in
the marketplace. 20They brought them to the
magistrates and said, “These men are Jews and
are throwing our city into turmoil 21by promot-
ing customs that are unlawful for us Romans to
adopt or practice.”

22The crowd joined in the attack against Paul
and Silas, and the magistrates ordered that they
be stripped and beaten with rods. 23And after
striking them with many blows, they threw them
into prison and ordered the jailer to guard them
securely. 240n receiving this order, he placed
them in the inner cell and fastened their feet in
the stocks.

The Conversion of the Jailer

25About midnight Paul and Silas were praying
and singing hymns to God, and the other prison-
ers were listening to them. 26 Suddenly a strong
earthquake shook the foundations of the prison.
At once all the doors flew open and everyone’s
chains came loose.

27When the jailer woke up and saw the prison
doors open, he drew his sword and was about to
kill himself, presuming that the prisoners had es-
caped. 28But Paul called out in a loud voice, “Do
not harm yourself! We are all here!”

29 Calling for lights, the jailer rushed in and fell
trembling before Paul and Silas. 30Then he
brought them out and asked, “Sirs, what must I
do to be saved?”

31They replied, “Believe in the Lord Jesus Christ?
and you will be saved, you and your household.”
32Then Paul and Silas spoke the word of the
Lordb to him and to everyone in his house. 33 At
that hour of the night, the jailer took them and
washed their wounds. And without delay, he and
all his household were baptized. 34Then he
brought them into his home and set a meal be-
fore them. So he and all his household rejoiced
that they had come to believe in God.

An Official Apology

35When daylight came, the magistrates sent
their officers with the order: “Release those

40 After Paul and Silas came
out of the prison, they went to Lydia’s house to
see the brothers and encourage them. Then they
left the city.

The Uproar in Thessalonica

1 When they had passed through Amphip-

olis and Apollonia, they came to Thessa-
lonica, where there was a Jewish synagogue. 2As
was his custom, Paul went into the synagogue,
and on three Sabbaths he reasoned with them
from the Scriptures, 3explaining and proving
that the Christ had to suffer and rise from the
dead. “This Jesus I am proclaiming to you is
the Christ,” he declared. 4Some of the Jews were
persuaded and joined Paul and Silas, along with
a large number of God-fearing Greeks and quite
a few leading women.

5The unbelieving Jews, however, brought in
some troublemakers from the marketplacec
formed a mob, and sent the city into an uproar.
They raided Jason’s house in search of Paul and
Silas, hoping to bring them out to the people.
6But when they could not find them, they
dragged Jason and some other brothers before
the city officials, shouting, “These men who have
turned the world upside down have now come
here, 7and Jason has welcomed them into his
home. They are all defying Caesar’s decrees, say-
ing that there is another king, named Jesus!”

80n hearing this, the crowd and city officials
were greatly disturbed. 9And they collected
bond from Jason and the others and then re-
leased them.

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The Character of the Bereans

10As soon as night had fallen, the brothers sent
Paul and Silas away to Berea. On arriving there,
they went into the Jewish synagogue. 11Now the
Bereans were more noble-minded than the Thes-
salonians, for they received the message with
great eagerness and examined the Scriptures
every day to see if these teachings were true.?
12 As a result, many of them believed, along with
quite a few prominent Greek women and men.

13But when the Jews from Thessalonica learned
that Paul was also proclaiming the word of God
in Berea, they went there themselves to inciteb
the crowds. 14The brothers immediately sent
Paul away as if¢ to the coast, but Silas and Timo-
thy remained in Berea. 15Those who escorted
Paul brought him to Athens and then returned
with instructions for Silas and Timothy to join
him as soon as possible.

Paul in Athens

16 While Paul was waiting for them in Athens, he
was deeply disturbed in his spirit to see that the
city was full of idols. 17 So he reasoned in the syn-
agogue with the Jews and God-fearing Gentiles,
and in the marketplace with those he met each
day.

18Some Epicurean and Stoic philosophers also
began to debate with him. Some of them asked,
“What is this babbler trying to say?” Others said,
“He seems to be advocating foreign gods.” They
said this because Paul was proclaiming the good
news of Jesus and the resurrection.

19S50 they took Paul and brought him to the
Areopagus,d where they asked him, “May we
know what this new teaching is that you are pre-
senting? 20For you are bringing some strange
notions to our ears, and we want to know what
they mean.”

21Now all the Athenians and foreigners who
lived there spent their time doing nothing more
than hearing and articulating new ideas.

Paul’s Address in the Areopagus

22Then Paul stood up in the meeting € of the
Areopagus and said, “Men of Athens, I see that
in every way you are very religious. 23For as

TO AN UNKNOWN GOD.

25Nor is
He served by the hands of men,d as if He needed
anything, because He Himself gives everyone life
and breath and everything else. 26From one
blood" He made every nation of men, that they
should inhabit the whole earth; and He deter-
mined their appointed times and the boundaries
of their lands.

27The Lord intended that they would seek Him!
and perhaps reach out for Him and find Him,
though He is not far from each one of us. 28‘For
in Him we live and move and have our being.’j As
some of your own poets have said, ‘We are His
offspring.’k 29 Therefore, being offspring of God,
we should not think that the Divine Being is like
gold or silver or stone, an image formed by man'’s
skill and imagination.

30Although God overlooked the ignorance of
earlier times, He now commands all people
everywhere to repent. 31For He has set a day
when He will judge the world with justice by the
Man He has appointed. He has given proof of this
to everyone by raising Him from the dead.”

32When they heard about the resurrection of the
dead, some began to mock him, but others said,
“We want to hear you again on this topic.” 33At
that, Paul left the Areopagus. 34But some! joined
him and believed, including Dionysius the Areop-
agite, a woman named Damaris, and others who
were with them.

Paul Ministers in Corinth
(1 Corinthians 1:1-3; 2 Corinthians 1:1-2)

1 After this, Paul left Athens and went to

Corinth. 2There he found a Jew named
Aquila, a native of Pontus, who had recently
come from Italy with his wife Priscilla because
Claudius had ordered all the Jews to leave Rome.

Paul went to visit them, 3and he stayed and
worked with them because they were tentmak-
ers by trade, just as he was.

5And
when Silas and Timothy came down from
Macedonia, Paul was compelled by the Spirit,2
testifying to the Jews that Jesus is the Christ. 6But
when they opposed and insulted him, he shook
out his garments and told them, “Your blood be
on your own heads! I am innocent of it. From now
on | will go to the Gentiles.”

7So Paul left the synagogue and went next door
to the house of Justus,? a worshiper of God.
8(Crispus, the synagogue leader, and his whole
household believed in the Lord. And many of the
Corinthians who heard the message believed and
were baptized.

90ne night the Lord spoke to Paul in a vision: “Do
not be afraid; keep on speaking; do not be silent.
10For I am with you and no one will lay a hand
on you, because I have many people in this city.”
11So Paul stayed for a year and a half, teaching
the word of God among the Corinthians.

Paul before Gallio

12While Gallio was proconsul of Achaia, the Jews
coordinated an attack on Paul and brought him
before the judgment seat. 13“This man is per-
suading the people to worship God in ways
contrary to the law,” they said.

14But just as Paul was about to speak, Gallio told
the Jews, “If this matter involved a wrongdoing
or vicious crime, O Jews, it would be reasonable
for me to hear your complaint. 15But since it is a
dispute about words and names and your own
law, settle it yourselves. For¢ I refuse to be a
judge of such things.” 16 And he drove them away
from the judgment seat.

17 At this, all the Greeks? seized Sosthenes the
synagogue leader and beat him in front of the
judgment seat. But none of this was of concern to
Gallio.

Paul Returns to Antioch

18Paul remained in Corinth for quite some time
before saying goodbye to the brothers. He had
his head shaved in Cenchrea to keep a vow he

And
he set sail from Ephesus.

22When Paul had landed at Caesarea, he went up
and greeted the church at Jerusalem.” Then he
went down to Antioch.

Paul’s Third Missionary Journey Begins
(Acts 13:1-3; Acts 15:36-41)

23 After Paul had spent some time in Antioch, he
traveled from place to place throughout the re-
gion of Galatia and Phrygia, strengthening all the
disciples.

24Meanwhile a Jew named Apollos, a native of
Alexandria, came to Ephesus. He was an eloquent
man, well versed in the Scriptures. 25He had
been instructed in the way of the Lord and was
fervent in spirit. He spoke and taught accurately
about the Lord,! though he knew only the bap-
tism of John. 26 And he began to speak boldly in
the synagogue. When Aquila and Priscilla/ heard
him, they took him aside and explained to him
the way of God more accurately.

27When Apollos resolved to cross over to Achaia,
the brothers encouraged him and wrote to the
disciples there to welcome him. On his arrival, he
was a great help to those who by grace had
believed. 28For he powerfully refuted the Jews in
public debate, proving from the Scriptures that
Jesus is the Christ.

The Holy Spirit Received at Ephesus
(Acts 10:44-48)

1 While Apollos was at Corinth, Paul

passed through the interiork and came to
Ephesus. There he found some disciples 2and
asked them, “Did you receive the Holy Spirit
when you became believers?”

“No,” they answered, “we have not even heard
that there is a Holy Spirit.”

“The baptism of John,” they replied.

4Paul explained: “John’s baptism was indeed? a
baptism of repentance. He told the people to

50n hearing this, they were baptized into the
name of the Lord Jesus. 6 And when Paul laid his
hands on them, the Holy Spirit came upon them,
and they spoke in tongues and prophesied.
7There were about twelve men in all.

Paul Ministers in Ephesus
(Ephesians 1:1-2; Revelation 2:1-7)

8Then Paul went into the synagogue and spoke
boldly there for three months, arguing persua-
sively about the kingdom of God. 9But when
some of them stubbornly refused to believe and
publicly maligned the Way, Paul took his disci-
ples and left the synagogue to conduct daily
discussions in the lecture hall of a man named
Tyrannus.¢ 10This continued for two years, so
that everyone who lived in the province of Asia,d
Jews and Greeks alike, heard the word of the
Lord Jesus.e

11God did extraordinary miracles through the
hands of Paul, 12so that even handkerchiefs/and
aprons that had touched him were brought9 to
the sick, and the diseases and evil spirits left
them.

Seven Sons of Sceva

13Now there were some itinerant Jewish exor-
cists who tried to invoke the name of the Lord
Jesus over those with evil spirits. They would
say, “I command you by Jesus, whom Paul pro-
claims.” 14Seven sons of Sceva, a Jewish chief
priest, were doing this.

15But one day the evil spirit responded, “Jesus I
know, and I know about Paul, but who are you?”
16 Then the man with the evil spirit jumped on
them and overpowered them.” The attack was so
violent that they ran out of the house naked and
wounded.

17This became known to all the Jews and Greeks
living in Ephesus, and fear came over all of them.

So the name of the Lord Jesus was held in high
honor. 18Many who had believed now came for-
ward, confessing and disclosing their deeds.
19And a number of those who had practiced
magic arts brought their books and burned them
in front of everyone. When the value of the books
was calculated, the total came to fifty thousand
drachmas.20So the word of the Lord powerfully
continued to spread and prevail.

The Riot in Ephesus

21 After these things had happened, Paul re-
solved in the Spirit/ to go to Jerusalem, passing
through Macedonia and Achaia. “After I have
been there,” he said, “I must see Rome as well.”
22He sent two of his helpers, Timothy and
Erastus, to Macedonia, while he stayed for a time
in the province of Asia.

23 About that time there arose a great disturb-
ancek about the Way. 241t began with a silver-
smith named Demetrius who made silver shrines
of Artemis, bringing much business! to the
craftsmen.

25Demetrius assembled the craftsmen, along
with the workmen in related trades. “Men,” he
said, “you know that this business is our source
of prosperity. 26 And you can see and hear that
not only in Ephesus, but in nearly the whole
province of Asia, this Paul has persuaded a great
number of people to turn away. He says that
man-made gods are no gods at all. 27There is
danger not only that our business will fall into
disrepute, but also that the temple of the great
goddess Artemis will be discredited and her
majesty deposed—she who is worshiped by all
the province of Asia and the whole world.”

28When the men heard this, they were enraged
and began shouting, “Great is Artemis of the
Ephesians!” 29Soon the whole city” was in disar-
ray. They rushed together into the theatre, drag-
ging with them Gaius and Aristarchus, Paul’s
traveling companions from Macedonia.

30Paul wanted to go before the assembly, but the
disciples would not allow him. 31Even some of
Paul’s friends who were officials of the province
of Asia” sent word to him, begging him not to
venture into the theatre.

32Meanwhile the assembly was in turmoil. Some
were shouting one thing and some another, and
most of them did not even know why they were
there.

34But
when they realized that he was a Jew, they all
shouted in unison for about two hours: “Great is
Artemis of the Ephesians!”

35Finally the city clerk quieted the crowd and de-
clared, “Men of Ephesus, doesn’t everyone know
that the city of Ephesus is guardian of the temple
of the great goddess? Artemis and of her image,
which fell from heaven? 36Since these things are
undeniable, you ought to be calm and not do
anything rash. 37For you have brought these
men here, though they have neither robbed our
temple nor blasphemed your¢ goddess.

3850 if Demetrius and his fellow craftsmen have
a complaint against anyone, the courts are open
and proconsuls are available. Let them bring
charges against one another there. 39But if you
are seeking anything concerning other matters,?
it must be settled in a legal assembly. 40For we
are in jeopardy of being charged with rioting for
today’s events, and we have no justification to
account for this commotion.”

41After he had said this, he dismissed the
assembly.

Paul in Macedonia and Greece
2 When the uproar had ended, Paul sent
for the disciples. And¢ he said goodbye to
them and left for Macedonia. 2After traveling
through that area and speaking many words of
encouragement, he arrived in Greece, 3where he
stayed three months.

70n the first day of the week, the disciples came
together/ to break bread. Since Paul was ready to
leave the next day, he talked to them and kept on
speaking until midnight.

8Now there were many lamps in the upper room
where we werek gathered. 2And a certain young
man named Eutychus, seated in the window, was
sinking into a deep sleep as Paul talked on and
on. When he was sound asleep, he fell from the
third story and was picked up dead. 10But Paul
went down, threw himself on the young man, and
embraced him. “Do not be alarmed!” he said. “He
is still alive!”

11Then Paul went back upstairs, broke bread,
and ate. And after speaking until daybreak, he
departed. 12And the people were greatly re-
lieved to take the boy home alive.

From Troas to Miletus

13We went to! the ship and sailed to Assos,
where we were to take Paul aboard. He had ar-
ranged this because he was going there on foot.
14And when he met us at Assos, we took him
aboard and went on to Mitylene. 15Sailing on
from there, we arrived the next day opposite
Chios. The day after that we arrived at Samos.
And after remaining at Trogyllium,m on the fol-
lowing day we came to Miletus.

37 They all wept openly as
they embraced Paul and kissed him. 38 They were
especially grieved by his statement that they
would never see his face again. Then they accom-
panied him to the ship.

Paul’s Journey to Jerusalem

2 After we had torn ourselves away from

them, we sailed directly to Cos, and the
next day on to Rhodes, and from there to Patara.
2Finding a ship crossing over to Phoenicia, we
boarded it and set sail. 3After sighting Cyprus
and passing south of it, we sailed on to Syria and
landed at Tyre, where the ship was to unload its
cargo.

7When we had finished our voyage from Tyre,
we landed at Ptolemais, where we greeted the
brothers and stayed with them for a day.

Paul Visits Philip the Evangelist

8Leaving the next day, Paul and his companions
went on™ to Caesarea and stayed at the home
of Philip the evangelist, who was one of the
Seven.” 9He had four unmarried daughters who
prophesied.

10After we had been there several days, a
prophet named Agabus came down from Judea.
11Coming over to us, he took Paul’s belt, bound
his own feet and hands,® and said, “The Holy
Spirit says: ‘In this way the Jews of Jerusalem will
bind the owner of this belt and hand him over to
the Gentiles.”” 122When we heard this, we and the
people there pleaded with Paul not to go up to
Jerusalem.

13Then Paul answered, “Why are you weeping
and breaking my heart?  am ready not only to be

20When they heard this, they glorified the Lord.a
Then they said to Paul, “You see, brother, how
many thousands of Jews have believed, and all of
them are zealous for the law. 21But they are un-
der the impression that you teach all the Jews
who live among the Gentiles to forsake Moses,
telling them not to circumcise their children or
observe our customs. 22What then should we
do? Certainly a multitude will gather, for? they
will hear that you have come.

23Therefore do what we advise you. There are
four men with us who have taken a vow.

Then everyone will know that there is no
truth to these rumors about you, but that you
also live in obedience to the law.

Then
he asked who he was and what he had done.

35When Paul reached the steps, he had to
be carried by the soldiers because of the violence
of the mob. 36For the crowd that followed him
kept shouting, “Away with him!”

I was ed-
ucated at the feet of Gamaliel in strict conformity
to the law of our fathers. [ was just as zealous for
God as any of you are today.

12When daylight came, some of the Jews formed
a conspiracy and bound themselves with an oath
not to eat or drink until they had killed Paul.
13More than forty of them were involved in this
plot. 14They went to the chief priests and elders
and said, “We have bound ourselves with a
solemn oath not to eat anything until we have
killed Paul. 15Now then, you and the Sanhedrin
petition the commander to bring him down to
you tomorrow/ on the pretext of examining his
case more carefully. We are ready to kill him on
the way.”

Felix, who was well
informed about the Way, adjourned the hearing
and said, “When Lysias the commander comes, |
will decide your case.” 23He ordered the centu-
rion to keep Paul under guard, but to allow him
some freedom and permit his friends to come
and? minister to his needs.

24 After several days, Felix returned with his wife
Drusilla, who was a Jewess. He sent for Paul and
listened to him speak about faith in Christ.c 25As
Paul expounded on righteousness, self-control,
and the coming judgment, Felix became fright-
ened and said, “You may go for now. When I find
the time, I will call for you.” 26 At the same time,
he was hoping that Paul would offer him a bribe
to release him.d So he sent for Paul frequently
and talked with him.

27 After two years had passed, Felix was suc-
ceeded by Porcius Festus.

Paul’s Trial before Festus

They
urged Festus 3to grant them a concession against
Paul by summoning him to Jerusalem, because
they were preparing an ambush to kill him along
the way.

5So if this
man has done anything wrong, let some of your
leaders come down with me and accuse him
there.”

10Paul replied, “I am standing before the judg-
ment seat of Caesar, where I ought to be tried. I
have done nothing wrong to the Jews, as you
yourself know very well. 11If, however, I am
guilty of anything worthy of death, I do not refuse
to die. But if there is no truth to their accusations
against me, no one has the right to hand me over
to them.

13 After several days had passed, King Agrippa
and Bernice came down to Caesarea to pay their
respects to Festus. 14Since he was staying !
several days, Festus laid out Paul’s case before
the king: “There is a certain man whom Felix left
in prison. 15While I was in Jerusalem, the chief
priests and elders of the Jews presented their
case and requested a judgment against him. 16]
told them that it is not the Roman custom to hand
a man over to die/ before he has had an oppor-
tunity to face his accusers and defend himself
against their charges.

17So when they came here with me, I did not de-
lay. The next day I sat on the judgment seat and
ordered that the man be brought in. 18But when
his accusers rose to speak, they did not charge
him with anythingk I had expected. 19 They only
had some contentions with him regarding their
own religion and a certain Jesus who had died,
but whom Paul affirmed to be alive.

20Since I was at a loss as to how to investigate
this matter,’ I asked if he was willing to go to
Jerusalem and be tried there on these charges.
21But when Paul appealed to be held over for the
decision of the Emperor, I ordered that he be
held until I could send him to Caesar.”

22Then Agrippa said to Festus, “I would like to
hear this man myself.”

23The next day Agrippa and Bernice came with
great pomp and entered the auditorium, along
with the commanders and leading men of the
city.

The whole
Jewish community has petitioned me about him,
both here and in Jerusalem, crying out that he
ought not to live any longer. 25But [ found he had
done nothing worthy of death, and since he has
now appealed to the Emperor, I decided to send
him.

26] have nothing definite to write to our sover-
eign about him. Therefore I have brought him
before all of you, and especially before you, King
Agrippa, so that after this inquiry I may have
something to write. 27 For it seems unreasonable
to me to send on a prisoner without specifying
the charges against him.”

Then Paul stretched out his hand and began
his defense: 2“King Agrippa, I consider myself
fortunate to stand before you today to defend
myself against all the accusations of the Jews,
3especially since you? are acquainted with all the
Jewish customs and controversies. I beg you,
therefore, to listen to me patiently.

Agrippa said to Paul, “You have permis-
sion to speak for yourself.”

4Surely all the Jews know how I have lived from
my earliest childhood among my own people? in
Jerusalem. 5They have known me for a long time
and can testify, if they are willing, that I lived as
a Pharisee, adhering to the strictest sect of our
religion.

6 And now I stand on trial because of my hope in
the promise that God made to our fathers, 7the
promise our twelve tribes are hoping to see ful-
filled as they earnestly serve God day and night.

24 At this stage of Paul’s defense, Festus ex-
claimed in a loud voice, “You are insane, Paul!
Your great learning is driving you to madness!”

25But he answered,? “I am not insane, most ex-
cellent Festus; I am speaking words of truth and
sobriety. 26 For the king knows about these mat-
ters, and I can speak freely to him. I am confident
that none of this has escaped his notice, because
it was not done in a corner. 27King Agrippa, do
you believe the prophets? I know you do.”

28Then Agrippa said to Paul, “Can you persuade
me in such a short time to become a Christian?”

29“Short time or long,” Paul replied, “I wish to
God that not only you but all who hear me this
day may become what I am, except for these
chains.”

30When he had spoken these things,? the king
and the governor rose, along with Bernice and
those seated with them. 310n their way out, they
said to one another, “This man has done nothing
worthy of death or imprisonment.”

Paul Sails for Rome
2 7 When it was decided that we would sail
for Italy, Paul and some other prisoners
were handed over to a centurion named Julius,
who belonged to the Imperial¢ Regiment. 2We
boarded an Adramyttian ship about to sail for
ports along the coast of Asia,? and we put out to
sea. Aristarchus, a Macedonian from Thessalo-
nica, was with us.

3The next day we landed at Sidon, and Julius
treated Paul with consideration, allowing him to
visit his¢ friends and receive their care. 4After
putting out from there, we sailed to the lee of Cy-
prus because the winds were against us. 5And
when we had sailed across the open sea off the
coast of Cilicia and Pamphylia, we came to Myra
in Lycia. 6 There the centurion found an Alexan-
drian ship sailing for Italy and put us on board.

7 After sailing slowly for many days, we arrived
off Cnidus. When the wind impeded us, we sailed
to the lee of Crete, opposite Salmone. 8After we

came to a place called Fair Havens, near the town
of Lasea.

9By now much time had passed, and the voyage
had already become dangerous because it was
after the Fast./ So Paul advised them, 10“Men, |
can see that our voyage will be filled with disas-
ter and great loss, not only to ship and cargo, but
to our own lives as well.”

11But contrary to Paul’s advice, the centurion
was persuaded by the pilot and by the owner of
the ship. 12Since the harbor was unsuitable to
winter in, the majority decided to sail on, hoping
that somehow they could reach Phoenix to win-
ter there. Phoenix was a harbor in Crete facing
both southwest and northwest.

The Storm at Sea (Jonah 1:4-10)

13When a gentle south wind began to blow, they
thought they had their opportunity. So they
weighed anchor and sailed along, hugging the
coast of Crete. 14But it was not long before a
cyclone called the Northeasterd swept down
across the island. 15Unable to head into the wind,
the ship was caught up. So we gave way and let
ourselves be driven along.

16Passing to the lee of a small island called
Clauda,” we barely managed to secure the life-
boat. 17 After hoisting it up, the crew used ropes
to undergird the ship. And fearing that they
would run aground on the sandbars of Syrtis,
they lowered the sea anchori and were driven
along.

18We were tossed so violently that the next day
the men began to jettison the cargo. 190n the
third day, we threw the ship’s tackle overboard
with our own hands./ 20When neither sun nor
stars appeared for many days and the great
storm continued to batter us, we abandoned all
hope of being saved.

21 After the men had gone a long time without
food, Paul stood up among them and said, “Men,
you should have followed my advice not to sail
from Crete.

The Shipwreck

270n the fourteenth night we were still being
driven across the Adriatic Sea.? About midnight
the sailors sensed they were approaching land.
28They took soundings and found that the water
was twenty fathoms deep.? Going a little farther,
they took another set of soundings that read
fifteen fathoms.c 29Fearing that we would run
aground? on the rocks, they dropped four an-
chors from the stern and prayed for daybreak.

30Meanwhile, the sailors attempted to escape
from the ship. Pretending to lower anchors from
the bow, they let the lifeboat down into the sea.
31But Paul said to the centurion and the soldiers,
“Unless these men remain with the ship, you can-
not be saved.” 32So the soldiers cut the ropes to
the lifeboat and set it adrift.

33Right up to daybreak, Paul kept urging them all
to eat: “Today is your fourteenth day in constant
suspense, without taking any food. 34So for
your¢ own preservation, I urge you to eat some-
thing, because not a single hair of your head will
be lost.”

35After he had said this, Paul took bread and
gave thanks to God in front of them all. Then he
broke it and began to eat. 36 They were all en-
couraged and took some food themselves. 37In
all, there were 276/ of us on board. 38After the
men had eaten their fill, they lightened the ship
by throwing the grain into the sea.

39When daylight came, they did not recognize
the land, but they sighted a bay with a sandy
beach, where they decided to run the ship
aground if possibled 40Cutting away the an-
chors, they left them in the sea as they loosened
the ropes that held the rudders. Then they
hoisted the foresail to the wind and made for the
beach. 41But the ship struck a sandbar and ran
aground. The bow stuck fast and would not

move, and the stern was being broken up by the
pounding of the waves.

42The soldiers planned to kill the prisoners so
none of them could swim to freedom. 43But the
centurion, wanting to spare Paul’s life, thwarted
their plan. He commanded those who could swim
to jump overboard first and get to land. 44The
rest were to follow on planks and various parts
of the ship. In this way everyone was brought
safely to land.

Ashore on Malta

2 Once we were safely ashore, we learned

that the island was called Malta.h 2The
islanders showed us extraordinary kindness.
They kindled a fire and welcomed all of us
because it was raining and cold.

3Paul gathered a bundle of sticks, and as he laid
them on the fire, a viper, driven out by the heat,
fastened itself to his hand. 4When the islanders
saw the creature hanging from his hand,
they said to one another, “Surely this man is a
murderer. Although he was saved from the sea,
Justice! has not allowed him to live.” 5But Paul
shook the creature off into the fire and suffered
no ill effects. 6The islanders were expecting him
to swell up or suddenly drop dead. But after
waiting a long time and seeing nothing unusual
happen to him, they changed their minds and
said he was a god.

7Nearby stood an estate belonging to Publius,
the chief official of the island. He welcomed us
and entertained us hospitably for three days.
8The father of Publius was sick in bed, suffering
from fever and dysentery. Paul went in to see
him, and after praying and placing his hands on
him, he healed the man. 9After this had hap-
pened, the rest of the sick on the island came and
were cured as well.

10The islanders honored us in many ways and
supplied our needs when we were ready to sail.

Paul Arrives in Italy

11 After three months we set sail in an Alexan-
drian ship that had wintered in the island. It had
the Twin Brothers/ as a figurehead. 12Putting in
at Syracuse, we stayed there three days. 13From
there we sailed aroundk and came to Rhegium.

After one day, a south wind came up, and on the
second day we arrived at Puteoli. 14There we
found some brothers who invited us to spend the
week with them. And so we came to Rome.

15The brothers there had heard about us and
traveled as far as the Forum of Appius? and the
Three Taverns? to meet us. When Paul saw them,
he was encouraged and gave thanks to God.

Paul Preaches at Rome (Isaiah 6:1-13)

16When we arrived in Rome, the centurion deliv-
ered up the prisoners to the captain of the guard,
but¢ Paul was permitted to stay by himself, with
a soldier to guard him.

17 After three days, Paul? called together the
leaders of the Jews. When they had gathered, he
said to them, “Brothers, although I have done
nothing against our people or the customs of our
fathers, I was taken prisoner in Jerusalem and
handed over to the Romans. 18They examined
me and wanted to release me, because there was
no basis for a death sentence against me. 19But
when the Jews objected, | was compelled to ap-
peal to Caesar, even though [ have no charge to
bring against my nation. 20So for this reason I
have called to see you and speak with you. It is
because of the hope of Israel that I am bound
with this chain.”

21The leaders replied, “We have notreceived any
letters about you from Judea, nor have any of the
brothers from there reported or even mentioned
anything bad about you. 22But we consider your
views worth hearing, because we know that peo-
ple everywhere are speaking against this sect.”

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23S0 they set a day to meet with Paul, and many
people came to the place he was staying. He
expounded to them from morning to evening,
testifying about the kingdom of God and per-
suading them about Jesus from the Law of Moses
and the Prophets.

24Some of them were convinced by what he said,
but others refused to believe. 25They disagreed
among themselves and began to leave after Paul
had made this final statement: “The Holy Spirit
was right when He spoke to oure¢ fathers through
[saiah the prophet:

26Go to this people and say,
“You will be ever hearing but never
understanding;
you will be ever seeing but never
perceiving.”
27For this people’s heart has grown callous;
they hardly hear with their ears,
and they have closed their eyes.
Otherwise they might see with their eyes,
hear with their ears,
understand with their hearts,
and turn, and I would heal them.’f

28Be advised, therefore, that God’s salvation has
been sent to the Gentiles, and they will listen!”

Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ,? called to be

an apostle, and set apart for the gospel of
God— 2the gospel He promised beforehand
through His prophets in the Holy Scriptures, 3re-
garding His Son, who was a descendant of David
according to the flesh, 4and who through the
Spirit of holiness was declared with power to be
the Son of God by His resurrection from the dead:
Jesus Christ our Lord.

5Through Him and on behalf of His name, we re-
ceived grace and apostleship to call all those
among the Gentiles to the obedience that comes
from faith. 6And you also are among those who
are called to belong to Jesus Christ.

7To all in Rome who are loved by God and called
to be saints:

Grace and peace to you from God our Father and
the Lord Jesus Christ.

Unashamed of the Gospel

8First,  thank my God through Jesus Christ for all
of you, because your faith is being proclaimed
all over the world. 9God, whom I serve with my
spirit? in preaching the gospel of His Son, is my
witness how constantly I remember you 10in
my prayers at all times, asking that now at last by
God'’s will I may succeed in coming to you. 11For
Ilong to see you so that | may impart to you some
spiritual gift to strengthen you, 12that is, that you
and I may be mutually encouraged by each
other’s faith.

18The wrath of God is being revealed from
heaven against all the godlessness and wicked-
ness of men who suppress the truth by their
wickedness. 19For what may be known about
God is plain to them, because God has made it
plain to them. 20For since the creation of the
world God’s invisible qualities, His eternal power
and divine nature, have been clearly seen, being
understood from His workmanship, so that men
are without excuse.

21For although they knew God, they neither
glorified Him as God nor gave thanks to Him, but
they became futile in their thinking and dark-
ened in their foolish hearts. 22Although they
claimed to be wise, they became fools, 23and
exchanged” the glory of the immortal God for
images of mortal man and birds and animals and
reptiles.

24Therefore God gave them over in the desires of
their hearts to impurity for the dishonoring of
their bodies with one another. 25They ex-
changed the truth of God for a lie, and worshiped
and served the creature rather than the Creator,
who is forever worthy of praise!?

What, then, is the advantage of being a Jew?

Or what is the value of circumcision? 2Much
in every way. First of all, they have been en-
trusted with the very words? of God.

3What if some did not have faith? Will their lack
of faith nullify God’s faithfulness? 4Certainly
not! Let God be true and every man a liar. As it is
written:

“So that You may be proved right when
You speak
and victorious when You judge.”b

5But if our unrighteousness highlights the right-
eousness of God, what shall we say? That God is
unjust to inflict His wrath on us? I am speaking in
human terms. 6Certainly not! In that case, how
could God judge the world? 7For¢ if my falsehood
accentuates God'’s truthfulness, to the increase of
His glory, why am I still condemned as a sinner?
8Why not say, as some slanderously claim that
we say, “Let us do evil that good may result”?
Their condemnation is deserved!

19Now we know that whatever the law says, it
says to those who are under the law, so that
every mouth may be silenced and the whole
world held accountable to God. 20Therefore no
one will be justified in His sight by works of the
law. For the law merely brings awareness of sin.

Righteousness through Faith in Christ
(Philippians 3:1-11)

21But now, apart from the law, the righteousness
of God has been revealed, as attested by the Law
and the Prophets. 22 And this righteousness from
God comes through faith in Jesus Christ to all and
upon all/ who believe. There is no distinction,
23for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of
God, 24and are justified freely by His grace
through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus.

25God presented Him as an atoning sacrificek in
His blood through faith, in order to demonstrate
His righteousness, because in His forbearance He
had passed over the sins committed beforehand.
26He did this to demonstrate His righteousness
at the present time, so as to be just and to justify
the one who has faith in Jesus.

27Where, then, is boasting? It is excluded. On
what principle? On that of works? No, but on that
of faith. 28 Therefore! we maintain that a man is
justified by faith apart from works of the law.

29]1s God the God of Jews only? Is He not the God
of Gentiles too? Yes, of Gentiles too, 30since there
is only one God, who will justify the circumcised
by faith and the uncircumcised through that
same faith.

31Do we, then, nullify the law by this faith? Cer-
tainly not! Instead, we uphold the law.

Abraham Justified by Faith (Genesis 15:1-7;
Psalm 32:1-11; Hebrews 11:8-19)

What then shall we say that Abraham, our

forefather according to the flesh, has discov-
ered? 2If Abraham was indeed justified by
works, he had something to boast about, but not
before God. 3For what does the Scripture say?
“Abraham believed God, and it was credited to
him as righteousness.”m

4Now the wages of the worker are not credited
as a gift, but as an obligation. 5However, to the

one who does not work, but believes in Him who
justifies the ungodly, his faith is credited as right-
eousness. 6And David speaks likewise of the
blessedness of the man to whom God credits
righteousness apart from works:

7“Blessed are they whose lawless acts are
forgiven,
whose sins are covered.
8Blessed is the man
whose sin the Lord will never count
against him.”a

91s this blessing only on the circumcised, or also
on the uncircumcised? We have been saying that
Abraham'’s faith was credited to him as right-
eousness. 10In what context was it credited? Was
it after his circumcision, or before? It was not
after, but before.b

11 And he received the sign of circumcision as a
seal of the righteousness that he had by faith
while he was still uncircumcised. So then, he
is the father of all who believe but are not cir-
cumcised, in order that righteousness might be
credited to them as well.c 12And he is also the
father of the circumcised who not only are
circumcised, but who also walk in the footsteps
of the faith that our father Abraham had before
he was circumcised.

Abraham Receives the Promise
(Genesis 15:8-21)

13For the promise to Abraham and his offspring
that he would be heir of the world was not given
through the law, but through the righteousness
that comes by faith. 14For if those who live by the
law are heirs, faith is useless and the promise is
worthless, 15because the law brings wrath. Ford
where there is no law, there is no transgression.

16 Therefore, the promise comes by faith, so that
it may rest on grace and may be guaranteed to all
Abraham'’s offspring—not only to those who are
of the law, but also to those who are of the faith
of Abraham. He is the father of us all. 17As it is
written: “I have made you a father of many na-
tions.”¢ He is our father in the presence of God, in
whom he believed, the God who gives life to the
dead and calls into being what does not yet exist.

18 Against all hope, Abraham in hope believed
and so became the father of many nations, just as
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he had been told, “So shall your offspring be.”f
19Without weakening in his faith, he acknowl-
edged neitherd the decrepitness of his body
(since he was about a hundred years old) nor”
the lifelessness of Sarah’s womb. 20Yet he did not
waver through disbelief in the promise of God,
but was strengthened in his faith and gave glory
to God, 21being fully persuaded that God was
able to do what He had promised. 22This is why
“it was credited to him as righteousness.”!

23Now the words “it was credited to him” were
written not only for Abraham, 24but also for us,
to whom righteousness will be credited—for us
who believe in Him who raised Jesus our Lord
from the dead. 25He was delivered over to death
for our trespasses and was raised to life for our
justification.

The Triumph of Faith

Therefore, since we have been justified

through faith, we have/ peace with God
through our Lord Jesus Christ, 2through whom
we have gained access by faith into this grace in
which we stand. And we rejoice ¥ in the hope of
the glory of God.

3Not only that, but we also rejoice in our suffer-
ings, because we know that suffering produces
perseverance; 4perseverance, character; and
character, hope. 5And hope does not disappoint
us, because God has poured out His love into our
hearts through the Holy Spirit, whom He has
given us.

Christ’s Sacrifice for the Ungodly

(John 3:1-21)

6For at the right time,/ while we were still pow-
erless, Christ died for the ungodly. 7Very rarely
will anyone die for a righteous man, though for a
good man someone might possibly dare to die.
8But God proves His love for us in this: While we
were still sinners, Christ died for us.

9Therefore, since we have now been justified by
His blood, how much more shall we be saved
from wrath through Him! 10For if, when we were
enemies of God, we were reconciled to Him
through the death of His Son, how much more,
having been reconciled, shall we be saved through
His life! 11Not only that, but we also rejoice in
God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through
whom we have now received reconciliation.

12Therefore, just as sin entered the world
through one man, and death through sin, so also
death was passed on to all men, because all
sinned. 13For sin was in the world before the law
was given; but sin is not taken into account when
there is no law. 14Nevertheless, death reigned
from Adam until Moses, even over those who did
not sin in the way that Adam transgressed. He is
a pattern of the One to come.

15But the gift is not like the trespass. For if the
many died by the trespass of the one man, how
much more did God’s grace and the gift that came
by the grace of the one man, Jesus Christ, abound
to the many! 16 Again, the gift is not like the result
of the one man’s sin: The judgment that followed
one sin brought condemnation, but the gift that
followed many trespasses brought justification.
17For if, by the trespass of the one man, death
reigned through that one man, how much more
will those who receive the abundance of grace
and of the gift of righteousness reign in life
through the one man, Jesus Christ!

18So0 then, just as one trespass brought condem-
nation for all men, so also one act of righteous-
ness brought justification and life for all men.
19For just as through the disobedience of the one
man the many were made sinners, so also
through the obedience of the one man the many
will be made righteous.

20The law came in so that the trespass would in-
crease; but where sin increased, grace increased
all the more, 21so that, just as sin reigned in
death, so also grace might reign through right-
eousness to bring eternal life through Jesus
Christ our Lord.

Dead to Sin, Alive to God (2 Cor. 4:7-18)

What then shall we say? Shall we continue

in sin so that grace may increase? 2Certainly
not! How can we who died to sin live in it any
longer? 30r aren’t you aware that all of us who
were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized
into His death? 4We were therefore buried with
Him through baptism into death, in order that,
just as Christ was raised from the dead through
the glory of the Father, we too may walk in new-
ness of life.

5For if we have been united with Him like this in
His death, we will certainly also be united with

Him in His resurrection. 6We know that our old
self was crucified with Him so that the body of sin
might be rendered powerless, that we should no
longer be slaves to sin.

9For we know that since
Christ was raised from the dead, He cannot die
again; death no longer has dominion over Him.
10The death He died, He died to sin once for all;
but the life He lives, He lives to God. 11So you too
must count yourselves dead to sin, but alive to

12Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal
body so that you obey it in its desires.? 13Do not
present the parts of your body to sin as instru-
ments of wickedness, but present yourselves to
God as those who have been brought from death
to life; and present the parts of your body to Him
as instruments of righteousness. 14For sin shall
not be your master, because you are not under
law, but under grace.

The Wages of Sin

15What then? Shall we sin because we are not
under law, but under grace? Certainly not! 16Do
you not know that when you offer yourselves as
obedient slaves, you are slaves to the one you
obey, whether you are slaves to sin leading to
death, or to obedience leading to righteousness?
17But thanks be to God that, though you once
were slaves to sin, you wholeheartedly obeyed
the form of teaching to which you were commit-
ted. 18You have been set free from sin and have
become slaves to righteousness.

19] am speaking in human terms because of the
weakness of your flesh. Just as you used to offer
the parts of your body in slavery to impurity and
to escalating wickedness, so now offer them in
slavery to righteousness leading to holiness.

20For when you were slaves to sin, you were free
of obligation to righteousness. 21What fruit did
you reap at that time from the things of which
you are now ashamed? The outcome of those
things is death. 22 But now that you have been set
free from sin and have become slaves to God, the
fruit you reap leads to holiness, and the outcome
is eternal life. 23For the wages of sin is death,¢
but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus
our Lord.

Release from the Law (Galatians 3:15-25)

Do you not know, brothers (for I am speak-

ing to those who know the law), that the law
has authority over a man only as long as he lives?
2For instance, a married woman is bound by law
to her husband as long as he lives. But if her
husband dies, she is released from the law of
marriage. 3So then, if she is joined to another
man while her husband is still alive, she is called
an adulteress; but if her husband dies, she is free
from that law and is not an adulteress if she mar-
ries another man.

4Therefore, my brothers, you also died to the law
through the body of Christ, that you might belong
to another, to Him who was raised from the dead,
in order that we might bear fruit to God. 5For
when we lived according to the flesh, the sinful
passions aroused by the law were at work in our
bodies, bearing fruit for death. 6 But now, having
died to what bound us, we have been released
from the law, so that we serve in the new way of
the Spirit, and not in the old way of the written
code.

God’s Law Is Holy

7What then shall we say? Is the law sin? Certainly
not! Indeed, I would not have been mindful of sin
if not for the law. For I would not have been
aware of coveting if the law had not said, “Do not
covet.”@8But sin, seizing its opportunity through
the commandment, produced in me every kind of
covetous desire. For apart from the law, sin is
dead.

90nce I was alive apart from the law; but when
the commandment came, sin sprang to life and [
died. 10So I discovered that the very command-
ment that was meant to bring life actually
brought death. 11For sin, seizing its opportunity
through the commandment, deceived me and
through the commandment put me to death.

1250 then, the law is holy, and the commandment
is holy, righteous, and good.

Struggling with Sin

13Has that which? is good, then, become death to
me? Certainly not! But in order that sin might be
exposed as sin, it produced death in me through
what was good, so that through the command-
ment sin might become utterly sinful.

Spirit.f 2For in Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit
of life set med free from the law of sin and death.
3For what the law was powerless to do in that it
was weakened by the flesh, God did by sending
His own Son in the likeness of sinful man, as an
offering for sin." He thus condemned sin in the
flesh, 4so that the righteous standard of the law
might be fulfilled in us, who do not walk accord-
ing to the flesh but according to the Spirit.

15For you did not receive a spirit of slavery that
returns you to fear, but you received the Spirit of
adoption to sonship, by whom we cry, “Abbal
Father!” 16 The Spirit Himself testifies with our
spirit that we are God’s children. 17 And if we are
children, then we are heirs: heirs of God and co-
heirs with Christ—if indeed we suffer with Him,
so that we may also be glorified with Him.

Future Glory (2 Corinthians 5:1-10)

The Word Brings Salvation (Isaiah 65:1-16)

1 Brothers, my heart’s desire and prayer

to God for the Israelites is for their salva-
tion. 2For I testify about them that they are zeal-
ous for God, but not on the basis of knowledge.
3Because they were ignorant of God’s righteous-
ness and sought to establish their own,¢ they did
not submit to God’s righteousness. 4For Christ
is the end of the law, to bring righteousness to
everyone who believes.

5For concerning the righteousness that is by the
law, Moses writes: “The man who does these
things will live by them.”d 6 But the righteousness
that is by faith says: “Do not say in your heart,

For I am not seeking my own
good, but the good of many, that they may be
saved.

7It
bears all things, believes all things, hopes all
things, endures all things.

8Love never fails. But where there are prophe-
cies, they will cease; where there are tongues,
they will be restrained; where there is
knowledge, it will be dismissed.

17When I planned this, did I do it carelessly? Or
do I make my plans by human standards, so as to
say “Yes, yes” and also “No, no”? 18But as surely
as God is faithful, our message to you was not/
“Yes” and “No.” 19For the Son of God, Jesus
Christ,x who was proclaimed among you by me
and Silvanus! and Timothy, was not “Yes” and
“No,” but in Him it has always been “Yes.” 20For
all the promises of God are “Yes” in Christ. And so
in Him,m our “Amen” is spoken to the glory of
God.

21Now it is God who establishes both us and you
in Christ. He anointed us, 22 placed His seal on us,
and put His Spirit in our hearts as a pledge of
what is to come. 23] call God as my witness that
it was in order to spare you that I did not return
to Corinth. 24Not that we lord it over your faith,
but we are fellow workers with you for your joy,
because it is by faith that you stand firm.

Reaffirm Your Love

12Now when [ went to Troas to preach the gospel
of Christ and a door stood open for me in the
Lord, 13] had no peace in my spirit, because I did
not find my brother Titus there. So I said good-
bye to them and went on to Macedonia.

14But thanks be to God, who always leads us
triumphantly as captives in Christ and through
us spreads everywhere the fragrance of the
knowledge of Him. 15For we are to God the sweet
aroma of Christ among those who are being
saved and those who are perishing. 16 To the one
we are an odor that brings death, to the other a
fragrance that brings life.> And who is qualified
for such a task?

17For we are not like others,¢ who peddle the
word of God for profit. On the contrary, in Christ
we speak before God with sincerity, as men sent
from God.

6 And He has qual-
ified us as ministers of a new covenant, not of the
letter but of the Spirit; for the letter kills, but the
Spirit gives life.

7Now if the ministry of death, which was en-
graved in letters on stone, came with such glory
that the Israelites could not gaze at the face of
Moses because of its fleeting glory, 8will not the
ministry of the Spirit be even more glorious?

12Therefore, since we have such a hope, we are
very bold. 13We are not like Moses, who would
put a veil over his face to keep the Israelites from
gazing at the end of what was fading away.

14But their minds were closed. For to this day
the same veil remains at the reading of the old
covenant. It has not been lifted, because only in
Christ can it be removed. 15And even to this day
when Moses is read, a veil covers their hearts.
16 But whenever anyone turns to the Lord, the
veil is taken away.

17Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit
of the Lord is, there is freedom. 18And we, who
with unveiled faces all reflect the glory of the
Lord, are being transformed into His image with
intensifying glory, which comes from the Lord,
who is the Spirit.

4The god of this age has blinded the minds of un-
believers, so that the light of the gospel of the
glory of Christ, who is the image of God, might
not dawn upon them.? 5For we do not proclaim
ourselves, but Christ Jesus? as Lord, and our-
selves as your servants for Jesus’ sake. 6For God,
who said, “Let light shine out of darkness,”¢ made
His light shine in our hearts to give us the light of
the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of

Treasure in Jars of Clay (Romans 6:1-14)

7Now we have this treasure in jars of clay to
show that this surpassingly great power is from
God and not from us.

Christ, [ appeal to you—I, Paul, who am
humble when face to face with you, but bold
when away. 21 beg you that when I come I may
not need to be as bold as I expect toward those
who presume that we live according to the flesh.

3For though we live in the flesh, we do not wage
war according to the flesh. 4The weapons of our
warfare are not the weapons of the flesh. Instead,
they have divine power to demolish strongholds.
5We demolish arguments and every presump-
tion set up against the knowledge of God; and we
take captive every thought to make it obedient to
Christ. 6And we will be ready to punish every act
of disobedience, as soon as your obedience is
complete.

7You are looking at outward appearances. If an-
yone is confident that he belongs to Christ, he
should remind himself that we belong to Christ
just as much as he belongs to Christ.!

3And I know that
this man—whether in the body or out of ? it [ do
not know, but God knows— 4was caught up to
Paradise. The things he heard were inexpressi-
ble, things that man is not permitted to tell.

Paul’s Thorn and God’s Grace

5] will boast about such a man, but I will not
boast about myself, except in my weaknesses.
6Even if | wanted to boast, I would not be a fool,
because I would be speaking the truth. But I re-
frain, so no one will credit me with more than he
sees in me or hears from me, 7or because of these
surpassingly great revelations.

So to keep me from becoming conceited, | was
given a thorn in my flesh, a messenger of Satan,
to torment me. 8Three times I pleaded with the
Lord to take it away from me. 9But He said to me,
“My grace is sufficient for you, for My power is
perfected in weakness.” Therefore I will boast all
the more gladly in my weaknesses, so that the
power of Christ may rest on me. 10That is why,
for the sake of Christ, I delight in weaknesses, in
insults, in hardships, in persecutions, in difficul-
ties. For when I am weak, then I am strong.

Paul’s Concern for the Corinthians

11] have become a fool in my boasting,? but you
drove me to it. In fact, you should have com-
mended me, since | am in no way inferior to
those “super-apostles,” even though I am noth-
ing. 12The marks of a true apostle—signs, won-
ders, and miracles—were performed among you
with great perseverance. 13In what way were
you inferior to the other churches, except that I
was not a burden to you? Forgive me this wrong!

14See, | am ready to come to you a third time, and
I will not be a burden to you,¢ because I am not
seeking your possessions, but you. For children

should not have to save up for their parents, but
parents for their children. 15And for the sake of
your souls, I will most gladly spend my money
and myself, even if the more I love you, the less
you love me.f

16 Be that as it may, [ was not a burden to you; but
crafty as I am, I caught you by trickery. 17Did I
exploit you by anyone I sent you? 18] urged Titus
to visit you, and I sent our brother with him.
Did Titus exploit you in any way? Did we not
walk in the same Spirit and follow in the same
footsteps?d

19Do you still think that we are making a defense
to you?" We speak before God in Christ, and all
of this, beloved, is to build you up. 20For [ am
afraid that when I come, I may not find you as |
wish, and you may not find me as you wish. I fear
that there may be quarrels,! jealousies,/ rage,
rivalry, slander, gossip, arrogance, and disorder.
21] am afraid that when I come again, my God
will humble me before you, and I will be grieved
over many who have sinned earlier and have not
repented of their acts of impurity, sexual immo-
rality, and debauchery.

1 This is the third time I am coming to you.
“Every matter must be established by the
testimony of two or three witnesses.”k

2] already warned you the second time I was
with you. So now in my absence I write to warn!
those who sinned earlier and everyone else: If |
return, [ will not spare anyone, 3since you are de-
manding proof that Christ is speaking through
me. He is not weak in dealing with you, but is
powerful among you. 4For although™ He was in-
deed crucified in weakness, yet He lives by God'’s
power. For we are also weak in Him, yet by God’s
power we will live with Him concerning you.

5Examine yourselves to see whether you are in
the faith; test yourselves. Do you not realize that
Jesus Christ” is in you—unless you actually fail
the test? 6And I hope you will realize that we
have not failed the test.

Paul’s Greeting to the Galatians

Paul, an apostle—sent not from men nor by

man, but by Jesus Christ and God the Father,
who raised Him from the dead— 2and all the
brothers with me,

To the churches of Galatia:

3Grace and peace to you from God the Father and
our Lord Jesus Christ,? 4who gave Himself for our
sins to rescue us from the present evil age, ac-
cording to the will of our God and Father, 5to
whom be glory forever and ever. Amen.

No Other Gospel

6] am amazed how quickly you are deserting the
One who called you by the grace of Christ and are
turning to a different gospel— 7which is not
even a gospel. Evidently some people are trou-
bling you and trying to distort the gospel of
Christ.

8But even if we or an angel from heaven should
preach a gospel? contrary to the one we preached
to you, let him be under a curse! 9As we have said
before, so now I say again: If anyone is preaching
to you a gospel contrary to the one you received,
let him be under a curse!

Paul Preaches the Gospel

10Am I now seeking the approval of men, or of
God? Or am I striving to please men? For¢ if |
were still trying to please men, I would not be a
servant of Christ. 11Butd I want you to know,
brothers, that the gospel I preached was not de-
vised by man.¢ 12] did not receive it from any
man, nor was I taught it; rather, I received it by
revelation from Jesus Christ./

13For you have heard of my former way of life in
Judaism, how severely I persecuted the church of
God and tried to destroy it. 14I was advancing in
Judaism beyond many of my contemporaries and
was extremely zealous for the traditions of my
fathers.

15But when God, who set me apart from my
mother’s womb and called me by His grace, was
pleased 16to reveal His Son in me so that I might
preach Him among the Gentiles, I did not rush
to consult with flesh and blood, 17nor did I go up
to Jerusalem to the apostles who came before
me, but I went into Arabia and later returned to
Damascus.

18Qnly after three years did I go up to Jerusalem
to confer with Peter,9 and I stayed with him fif-
teen days. 19But | saw none of the other apostles
except James, the Lord’s brother. 20] assure you
before God that what [ am writing to you is no lie.

21Later [ went to the regions of Syria and Cilicia.
22] was personally unknown, however, to the
churches of Judea that are in Christ. 23They only
heard the account: “The man who formerly per-
secuted us is now preaching the faith he once
tried to destroy.” 24And they glorified God be-
cause of me.

The Council at Jerusalem (Acts 15:5-21)

Fourteen years later I went up again to Jeru-

salem, accompanied by Barnabas. I took
Titus along also. 2] went in response to a revela-
tion and set before them the gospel that I preach
among the Gentiles. But I spoke privately to
those recognized as leaders, for fear that I was
running or had already run in vain. 3Yet not even
Titus, who was with me, was compelled to be
circumcised, even though he was a Greek.

4This issue arose because some false brothers
had come in under false pretenses to spy on our
freedom in Christ Jesus, in order to enslave us.
5We did not give in to them for a moment, so that
the truth of the gospel would remain with you.

6But as for the highly esteemed—whatever they
were makes no difference to me; God does not
show favoritism"—those leaders added nothing
to me. 70On the contrary, they saw that I had been
entrusted to preach the gospel to the uncircum-
cised, just as Peter had been to the circumcised.

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8For the One who was at work in Peter’s
apostleship to the circumcised was also at work
in my apostleship to the Gentiles.

9 And recognizing the grace that [ had been given,
James, Cephas,? and John—those reputed to be
pillars—gave me and Barnabas the right hand of
fellowship, so that we should go to the Gentiles,
and they to the circumcised. 10They only asked
us to remember the poor, the very thing I was ea-
ger to do.

Paul Confronts Cephas

11When Peter? came to Antioch, however, I op-
posed him to his face, because he stood con-
demned. 12For before certain men came from
James, he used to eat with the Gentiles. But when
they arrived, he began to draw back and separate
himself, for fear of those in the circumcision
group. 13The other Jews joined him in his hypoc-
risy, so that by their hypocrisy even Barnabas
was led astray.

14When [ saw that they were not walking in line
with the truth of the gospel, I said to Peter¢ in
front of them all, “If you, who are a Jew, live like
a Gentile and not like a Jew, how can you compel
the Gentiles to live like Jews?"d

15We who are Jews by birth and not Gentile
“sinners” 16know that a man is not justified by
works of the law, but by faith in Jesus Christ.¢ So
we, too, have believed in Christ Jesus, that we
may be justified by faith in Christ and not by
works of the law, because by works of the law no
one will be justified.

17But if, while we seek to be justified in Christ,
we ourselves are found to be sinners, does that
make Christ a minister of sin? Certainly not! 18If
I rebuild what I have already torn down, I prove
myself to be a lawbreaker.

19For through the law I died to the law so that I
might live to God. 20] have been crucified with
Christ, and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me.
The life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son
of God, who loved me and gave Himself up for
me. 21] do not set aside the grace of God. For if
righteousness comes through the law, then
Christ died for nothing.

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Faith and Belief (James 2:14-26)

0 foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you

not to obey the truth?/Before your very eyes
Jesus Christ was clearly portrayed among youd
as crucified. 21 would like to learn just one thing
from you: Did you receive the Spirit by works of
the law, or by hearing with faith?
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3Are you so foolish? After starting in the Spirit,
are you now finishing in the flesh? 4Have you suf-
fered so much for nothing, if it really was for
nothing? 5Does God lavish His Spirit on you and
work miracles among you because you practice
the law, or because you hear and believe?

6So also, “Abraham believed God, and it was
credited to him as righteousness.”? 7Understand,
then, that those who have faith are sons of Abra-
ham. 8The Scripture foresaw that God would jus-
tify the Gentiles by faith, and foretold the gospel
to Abraham: “All nations will be blessed through
you.”i9So those who have faith are blessed along
with Abraham, the man of faith.

Christ Has Redeemed Us

10All who rely on works of the law are under a
curse. For it is written: “Cursed is everyone who
does not continue to do everything written in the
Book of the Law.”/ 11Now it is clear that no one is
justified before God by the law, because, “The
righteous will live by faith.”k 12The law, how-
ever, is not based on faith; on the contrary, “The
man who! does these things will live by them.”™

13 Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law
by becoming a curse for us. For it is written:
“Cursed is everyone who is hung on a tree.”n
14He redeemed us in order that the blessing
promised to Abraham? would come to the Gen-
tiles in Christ Jesus, so that by faith we might
receive the promise of the Spirit.

The Purpose of the Law (Romans 7:1-6)

15Brothers, let me put this in human terms. Even
a human covenant, once it is ratified, cannot be
canceled or amended. 16 The promises were spo-
ken to Abraham and to his seed. The Scripture
does not say, “and to seeds,” meaning many, but
“and to your seed,”? meaning One, who is Christ.

d 14 Some translators close this quotation
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17What I mean is this: The law that came 430
years later does not revoke the covenant previ-
ously established by God in Christ? so as to
nullify the promise. 18For if the inheritance
depends on the law, then it no longer depends on
a promise; but God freely granted it to Abraham
through a promise.

19Why then was the law given? It was added
because of transgressions, until the arrival of
the seed to whom the promise referred. It was
administered through angels by a mediator. 20A
mediator is unnecessary, however, for only one
party; but God is one.

21]s the law, then, opposed to the promises of
God? Certainly not! For if a law had been given
that could impart life, then righteousness would
certainly have come from the law. 22But the
Scripture pronounces all things confined by sin,
so that by faith in Jesus Christ the promise might
be given to those who believe.

23 Before this faith came, we were held in custody
under the law, locked up until faith should be
revealed. 24So the law became our guardian to
lead us to Christ, that we might be justified by
faith. 25Now that faith has come, we are no
longer under a guardian.

Sons through Faith in Christ

26You are all sons of God through faith in Christ
Jesus. 27For all of you who were baptized into
Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.
28There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free,
male nor female, for you are all one in Christ
Jesus. 29And if you belong to Christ, then you
are Abraham’s seed and heirs according to the
promise.

Sons and Heirs

What [ am saying is that as long as the heir

is a child, he is no different from a slave,
although he is the owner of everything. 2He is
subject to guardians and trustees until the date
set by his father.

3So also, when we were children, we were en-
slaved under the basic principles? of the world.
4But when the time had fully come, God sent His
Son, born of a woman, born under the law, 5to
redeem those under the law, that we might re-
ceive our adoption as sons. 6 And because you are

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sons, God sent the Spirit of His Son into your¢
hearts, crying out, “Abba, Father!” 7So you are no
longer a slave, but a son; and since you are a son,
you are also an heir of God through Christ.d

Paul’s Concern for the Galatians

8Formerly, when you did not know God, you
were slaves to those who by nature are not gods.
9But now that you know God, or rather are
known by God, how is it that you are turning back
to those weak and worthless principles? Do you
wish to be enslaved by them all over again?
10You are observing special days and months
and seasons and years! 111 fear for you, that my
efforts for you may have been in vain. 12] beg
you, brothers, become like me, for I became like
you. You have done me no wrong.

13You know that it was because of an illness that
I first preached the gospel to you. 14And alt-
hough my illness was a trial to me,¢ you did not
despise or reject me. Instead, you welcomed me
as if I were an angel of God, as if I were Christ Je-
sus Himself. 15What then has become of your
blessing? For I can testify that, if it were possible,
you would have torn out your eyes and given
them to me. 16Have I now become your enemy
by telling you the truth?

17Those people are zealous for you, but not in a
good way. Instead, they want to isolate you from
us, so that you may be zealous for them. 18Nev-
ertheless, it is good to be zealous if it serves a
noble purpose—at any time, and not only when |
am with you.

19 My little children,/ for whom [ am again in the
pains of childbirth until Christ is formed in you,
20how [ wish I could be with you now and change
my tone, because [ am perplexed about you.

Hagar and Sarah (Genesis 21:9-21)

21Tell me, you who want to be under the law, do
you not understand what the law says? 22For it
is written that Abraham had two sons, one by the
slave woman and the other by the free woman.9
23His son by the slave woman was born accord-
ing to the flesh, but his son by the free woman
was born through the promise.

24These things serve as illustrations, for the
women represent two” covenants. One covenant

is from Mount Sinai and bears children into slav-
ery: This is Hagar. 25For? Hagar stands for Mount
Sinai in Arabia and corresponds to the present-
day Jerusalem, and? she is in slavery with her
children.

“Rejoice, O barren woman,
who bears no children;
break forth and cry aloud,
you who have never travailed;
because more are the children of the
desolate woman
than of her who has a husband.”d

28Now we,¢ brothers, like Isaac, are children of
promise. 29 At that time, however, the son born
by the flesh persecuted the son born by the
Spirit. It is the same now.

30But what does the Scripture say? “Expel the
slave woman and her son, for the slave woman’s
son will never share in the inheritance with the
free woman’s son.”f 31Therefore, brothers, we
are not children of the slave woman, but of the
free woman.

Freedom in Christ
In the freedom with which Christ has set us
free,d stand firm, then, and do not be encum-
bered once more by a yoke of slavery.

2Take notice: I, Paul, tell you that if you let your-
selves be circumcised, Christ will be of no value
to you at all. 3Again I testify to every man who
gets himself circumcised that he is obligated to
obey the whole law. 4You who are trying to be
justified by the law have been severed from
Christ; you have fallen away from grace.

5But by faith we eagerly await through the Spirit
the hope of righteousness. 6For in Christ Jesus
neither circumcision nor uncircumcision has any
value. All that matters is faith expressing itself
through love.

7You were running so well. Who has obstructed
you from obeying the truth? 8Such persuasion
does not come from the One who calls you. A lit-
tle leaven works through the whole batch of
dough. 10] am confident in the Lord that you will
take no other view. The one who is troubling you
will bear the judgment, whoever he may be.

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11Now, brothers, if I am still preaching circumci-
sion, why am I still being persecuted? In that case
the offense of the cross has been abolished. 12As
for those who are agitating you, I wish they
would proceed to emasculate themselves!

13For you, brothers, were called to freedom; but
do not use your freedom as an opportunity for
the flesh. Rather, serve one another in love.
14The entire law is fulfilled in a single decree:
“Love your neighbor as yourself.”? 15But if you
keep on biting and devouring one another, watch
out, or you will be consumed by one another.

Walking by the Spirit
(Ezekiel 36:16-38; Romans 8:9-11)

16So [ say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not
gratify the desires of the flesh. 17For the flesh
craves what is contrary to the Spirit, and the
Spirit what is contrary to the flesh. They are op-
posed to each other, so that you do not do what
you want. 18But if you are led by the Spirit, you
are not under the law.

19The acts of the flesh are obvious: adultery,!
sexual immorality, impurity, and debauchery;
20jdolatry and sorcery; hostilities,/ quarrels
jealousies,! and rage; rivalries, divisions, factions,
21envy, and murders;™ drunkenness, orgies, and
the like. I warn you, as I did before, that those
who practice such things will not inherit the
kingdom of God.

22But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, pa-
tience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23gen-
tleness, and self-control. Against such things
there is no law.

24Those who belong to Christ” have crucified the
flesh with its passions and desires. 25Since we
live by the Spirit, let us walk in step with the
Spirit. 26 Let us not become conceited, provoking
and envying one another.

Carry One Another’s Burdens

Brothers, if someone is caught in a trespass,

you who are spiritual should restore him
with a spirit of gentleness. But watch yourself, or
you also may be tempted. 2Carry one another’s
burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of
Christ.

4Each one should test his own work. Then he will
have reason to boast in himself alone, and not in
someone else. 5For each one should carry his
own load.

7Do not be deceived: God is not to be mocked.
Whatever a man sows, he will reap in return.
8The one who sows to please his flesh, from the
flesh will reap destruction; but the one who sows
to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will reap eter-
nal life.

9Let us not grow weary in well-doing, for in due
time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.
10Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do
good to everyone, and especially to the family of
faith.

15For this reason, ever since I heard about your
faith in the Lord Jesus and your love for all the
saints, 161 have not stopped giving thanks for
you, remembering you in my prayers, 17 that the
God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father,
may give you a spirit of wisdom and revelation in
your knowledge of Him.

18] ask that the eyes of your heart? may be en-
lightened, so that you may know the hope of His
calling, the riches of His glorious inheritance in
the saints, 19and the surpassing greatness of His
power to us who believe. These are in accord-
ance with the working of His mighty strength,
20which He exerted in Christ when He raised
Him from the dead and seated Him at His right
hand in the heavenly realms, 21far above all rule
and authority, power and dominion, and every
name that is named, not only in the present age
but also in the one to come.

Alive with Christ (Colossians 2:6-23)

One in Christ (Philippians 2:1-4)

11Therefore remember that formerly you who
are Gentiles in the flesh and called uncircum-
cised by the so-called circumcision (that done in
the body by human hands)— 12remember that
at that time you were separate from Christ, alien-
ated from the commonwealth of Israel, and
strangers to the covenants of the promise, with-
out hope and without God in the world. 13But
now in Christ Jesus you who once were far away
have been brought near through the blood of
Christ.

14For He Himself is our peace, who has made the
two one and has torn down the dividing wall of
hostility 15by abolishing in His flesh the law of
commandments and decrees. He did this to cre-
ate in Himself one new man out of the two, thus
making peace 16and reconciling both of them to
God in one body through the cross, by which He
put to death their hostility.

Finally, brothers, we ask and encourage you

Correcting False Teachers (Titus 1:10-16)

ardship of God’s work, which is by faith.e

5The goal of our instruction is the love that
comes from a pure heart, a clear conscience, and
a sincere faith. 6Some have strayed from these
ways and turned aside to empty talk. 7 They want
to be teachers of the law, but they do not under-
stand what they are saying or that which they so
confidently assert.

8Now we know that the law is good, if one uses it
legitimately. 9We realize that law is not enacted
for the righteous, but for the lawless and rebel-
lious, for the ungodly and sinful, for the unholy
and profane, for Kkillers of father or mother,
for murderers, 10for the sexually immoral, for
homosexuals, for slave traders f and liars and
perjurers, and for anyone else who is averse to
sound teaching 11that agrees with the glorious
gospel of the blessed God, with which I have been
entrusted.

12And Y I thank Christ Jesus our Lord, who has
strengthened me, that He considered me faithful
and appointed me to service. 131 was formerly a
blasphemer, a persecutor, and a violent man; yet
because I had acted in ignorance and unbelief,

9Likewise, I want the women to adorn them-
selves with respectable apparel, with modesty,
and with self-control, not with braided hair or
gold or pearls or expensive clothes, 10but with
good deeds, as is proper for women who profess
to worship God.

7Furthermore, he must have a good reputation
with outsiders, so that he will not fall into dis-
grace and into the snare of the devil.

Qualifications for Deacons (Acts 6:1-7)

8Deacons likewise must be dignified, not double-
tongued or given to much wine or greedy for
money. 9They must hold to the mystery of the
faith with a clear conscience. 10Additionally,
they must first be tested. Then, if they are above
reproach, let them serve as deacons.

Paul’s Greeting to Titus
(2 Corinthians 8:16-24)

Paul, a servant of God and an apostle of Je-

sus Christ for the faith of God’s elect and
their knowledge of the truth that leads to godli-
ness, 2in the hope of eternal life, which God, who
cannot lie, promised before time began.2 3In His
own time He has made His word evident in the
proclamation entrusted to me by the command
of God our Savior.

4To Titus, my true child in our common faith:

Grace, mercy,? and peace from God the Father
and the Lord Jesus Christ our Savior.c

Appointing Elders on Crete
(1 Timothy 3:1-7; 1 Peter 5:1-4)

5The reason I left you in Crete was that you
would set in order what was unfinished and ap-
point elders in every town, as I directed you. 6 An
elder must be blameless, the husband of but one
wife,d having children who are believers and
who are not open to accusation of indiscretion or
insubordination.

7As God’s steward, an overseer must be above
reproach—not self-willed, not quick-tempered,
not given to drunkenness, not violent, not greedy
for money. 8Instead, he must be hospitable, a
lover of good, self-controlled, upright, holy, and
disciplined. 9He must hold firmly to the faithful
word as it was taught, so that he can encourage
others by sound teaching and refute those who
contradict it.

13This testimony is true. Therefore rebuke them
sternly, so that they will be sound in the faith
14and will pay no attention to Jewish myths or to
the commands of men who have rejected the
truth.

15To the pure, all things are pure; but to the
defiled and unbelieving, nothing is pure. Indeed,
both their minds and their consciences are
defiled. 16 They profess to know God, but by their
actions they deny Him. They are detestable,
disobedient, and unfit for any good deed.

Teaching Sound Doctrine

But as for you, speak the things that are
consistent with sound doctrine.

20lder men are to be temperate, dignified,
self-controlled, and sound in faith, love, and
perseverance.

30lder women, likewise, are to be reverent in
their behavior, not slanderers or addicted to
much wine, but teachers of good. 4In this way
they can train the young women to love their
husbands and children, 5to be self-controlled,
pure, managers of their households, kind, and
submissive to their own husbands, so that the
word of God will not be discredited.

6In the same way, urge the younger men to be
self-controlled.

7In everything, show yourself to be an example
by doing good works. In your teaching show
integrity, dignity, incorruptibility,/ 8and whole-
some speech that is above reproach, so that
anyone who opposes us will be ashamed, having
nothing bad to say about us.9

9Slaves are to submit to their own masters in
everything, to be well-pleasing, not argumenta-
tive, 10not stealing from them, but showing all
good faith, so that in every respect they will
adorn the teaching about God our Savior.

Hebrews

The Supremacy of the Son
(Colossians 1:15-23)

On many past occasions and in many differ-

ent ways, God spoke to our fathers through
the prophets. 2But in these last days He has
spoken to us by His Son,2 whom He appointed
heir of all things, and through whom He made the
universe.b

3The Son is the radiance of God’s glory and the
exact representation of His nature, upholding all
things by His powerful word. After He had pro-
vided purification for our sins,¢ He sat down at
the right hand of the Majesty on high. 4So He
became as far superior to the angels as the name
He has inherited is excellent beyond theirs. 5For
to which of the angels did God ever say:

“You are My Son;
today I have become Your Father”d?

Or again:

“I will be His Father,
and He will be My Son”€?

6 And again, when God brings His firstborn into
the world, He says:

“Let all God’s angels worship Him."f
7Now about the angels He says:

“He makes His angels winds,
His servants flames of fire.”9

8But about the Son He says:

“Your throne, O God, endures forever and
ever,
and justice is the scepter of Your
kingdom.h
9You have loved righteousness
and hated wickedness;

When God subjected all things to him, He left
nothing outside of his control. Yet at present we
do not see everything subject to him. 9But we see
Jesus, who was made a little lower than the an-
gels, now crowned with glory and honor because
He suffered death, so that by the grace of God He
might taste death for everyone.

10]n bringing many sons to glory, it was fitting
for God, for whom and through whom all things
exist, to make the author? of their salvation per-
fect through suffering.

The Sabbath Rest
(Genesis 2:1-3; Exodus 16:22-30)

Therefore, while the promise of entering His

rest still stands, let us be careful that none of
you be deemed to have fallen short of it. 2For we
also received the good news just as they did; but
the message they heard was of no value to them,
since they did not share the faith of those who
comprehended it.2

Hebrews 4:1

3Now we who have believed enter that rest. As
for the others, it is just as God has said:

“So I swore on oath in My anger,
‘They shall never enter My rest.’”b

And yet His works have been finished since the
foundation of the world. 4For somewhere He has
spoken about the seventh day in this manner:
“And on the seventh day God rested from all His
works.”c¢ 5And again, as He says in the passage
above: “They shall never enter My rest.”

6Since, then, it remains for some to enter His
rest, and since those who formerly heard the
good news did not enter because of their disobe-
dience, 7God again designated a certain day as
“Today,” when a long time later He spoke
through David as was just stated: “Today, if you
hear His voice, do not harden your hearts.”d

8For if Joshua had given them rest, God would
not have spoken later about another day. 9There
remains, then, a Sabbath rest for the people of
God. 10For whoever enters God’s rest also rests
from his own work, just as God did from His.
11Let us, therefore, make every effort to enter
that rest, so that no one will fall by following the
same pattern of disobedience.

The Living Word
(2 Timothy 3:10-17)

12For the word of God is living and active.
Sharper than any double-edged sword, it pierces
even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and
marrow. It judges the thoughts and intentions of
the heart. 13Nothing in all creation is hidden
from God’s sight; everything is uncovered and
exposed before the eyes of Him to whom we
must give account.

14Therefore, since we have a great high priest
who has passed through the heavens, Jesus the
Son of God, let us hold firmly to what we profess.

15For we do not have a high priest who is unable
to sympathize with our weaknesses, but we have
one who was tempted in every way that we are,
yet was without sin. 16Let us then approach the
throne of grace with confidence, so that we may
receive mercy and find grace to help us in our
time of need.

The Perfect High Priest (Psalm 110:1-7)

Every high priest is appointed from among

men to represent them in matters relating to
God, to offer gifts and sacrifices for sins. 2He is
able to deal gently with those who are ignorant
and misguided, since he himselfis beset by weak-
ness. 3That is why he is obligated to offer sacri-
fices for his own sins, as well as for the sins of the
people.

4No one takes this honor upon himself; he must
be called by God, just as Aaron was. 5So also
Christ did not take upon Himself the glory of be-
coming a high priest, but He was called by the
One who said to Him:

“You are My Son;
today [ have become Your Father.”e

6 And in another passage God says:

“You are a priest forever
in the order of Melchizedek.”f

7During the days of Jesus’ earthly life, He offered
up prayers and petitions with loud cries and
tears to the One who could save Him from death,
and He was heard because of His reverence. 8 Alt-
hough He was a Son, He learned obedience from
what He suffered. 9And having been made per-
fect, He became the source of eternal salvation to
all who obey Him 10and was designated by God
as high priest in the order of Melchizedek.

Milk and Solid Food
(1 Corinthians 3:1-9)

11We have much to say about this, but it is hard
to explain, because you are dull of hearing. 12 Alt-
hough by this time you ought to be teachers, you
need someone to reteach you the basic principles
of God’s word.9 You need milk, not solid food!

13For everyone who lives on milk is still an
infant, inexperienced in the message of right-
eousness. 14But solid food is for the mature, who
by constant use have trained their senses to
distinguish good from evil.

A Call to Maturity

Therefore let us leave the elementary teach-

ings about Christ and go on to maturity, not
laying again the foundation of repentance from
dead works,? and of faith in God, 2instruction
about baptisms,? the laying on of hands, the res-
urrection of the dead, and eternal judgment.
3 And this we will do, if God permits.

4]t is impossible for those who have once been
enlightened, who have tasted the heavenly gift,
who have shared in the Holy Spirit, 5Swho have
tasted the goodness of the word of God and the
powers of the coming age— 6and then have
fallen away—to be restored to repentance, be-
cause they themselves are crucifying the Son of
God all over again and subjecting Him to open
shame.

7For land that drinks in the rain often falling on
it and that produces a crop useful to those for
whom it is tended receives the blessing of God.
8But land that produces thorns and thistles is
worthless, and its curse is imminent. In the end it
will be burned.

9Even though we speak like this, beloved, we are
convinced of better things in your case—things
that accompany salvation. 10For God is not un-
just. He will not forget your work and the labor
of love¢ you have shown for His name as you
have ministered to the saints and continue to do
so.

11We want each of you to show this same dili-
gence to the very end, in order to make your
hope sure. 12Then you will not be sluggish, but
will imitate those who through faith and patience
inherit what has been promised.

God’s Unchangeable Promise

13When God made His promise to Abraham,
since He had no one greater to swear by, He
swore by Himself, 14saying, “I will surely bless
you and multiply your descendants.”d 15And so
Abraham, after waiting patiently, obtained the
promise.

16Men indeed¢ swear by someone greater than
themselves, and their oath serves as a confirma-
tion to end all argument. 17So when God wanted
to make the unchanging nature of His purpose
very clear to the heirs of the promise, He guaran-
teed it with an oath. 18 Thus by two unchangeable

19We have this hope as an anchor for the soul,
firm and secure. It enters the inner sanctuary be-
hind the curtain, 20where Jesus our forerunner
has entered on our behalf. He has become a high
priest forever in the order of Melchizedek.

Melchizedek and Abraham (Genesis 14:17-24)

This Melchizedek was king of Salem and

priest of God Most High./ He met Abraham
returning from the slaughter of the kings and
blessed him, 2and Abraham apportioned to him
a tenth of everything. First, his name means “king
of righteousness.” Then also, “king of Salem”
means “king of peace.” 3Without father or
mother or genealogy, without beginning of days
or end of life, like the Son of God, he remains a
priest for all time.

4Consider how great Melchizedek was: Even the
patriarch Abraham gave him a tenth of the plun-
der. 5Now the law commands the sons of Levi
who become priests to collect a tenth from the
people—that is, from their brothers—though
they too are descended from Abraham. 6 But Mel-
chizedek, who did not trace his descent from
Levi, collected a tenth from Abraham and blessed
him who had the promises. 7And indisputably,
the lesser is blessed by the greater.

8In the case of the Levites, mortal men collect the
tenth; but in the case of Melchizedek, it is af-
firmed that he lives on. 9And so to speak, Levi,
who collects the tenth, paid the tenth through
Abraham. 10For when Melchizedek met Abra-
ham, Levi was still in the loin of his ancestor.

A Superior Priesthood

11Now if perfection could have been attained
through the Levitical priesthood (for on this ba-
sis the people received the law), why was there
still need for another priest to appear—one in
the order of Melchizedek and not in the order of
Aaron? 12For when the priesthood is changed,
the law must be changed as well.

13He of whom these things are said belonged to
a different tribe, from which no one has ever
served at the altar. 14For it is clear that our Lord
descended from Judabh, a tribe as to which Moses
said nothing about priesthood.9

18So the former commandment is set aside
because it was weak and useless 19 (for the law
made nothing perfect), and a better hope is intro-
duced, by which we draw near to God.

20 And none of this happened without an oath.
For others became priests without an oath, 21but
Jesus became a priest with an oath by the One
who said to Him:

“The Lord has sworn and will not change His
mind:
‘You are a priest forever in the order of
Melchizedek.”” ¢

22Because of this oath, Jesus has become the
guarantee of a better covenant.

23Now there have been many other priests, since
death prevented them from continuing in office.
24But because Jesus lives forever, He has a per-
manent priesthood. 25Therefore He is able to
save completely? those who draw near to God
through Him, since He always lives to intercede
for them.

26Such a high priest truly befits us—One who is
holy, innocent, undefiled, set apart from sinners,
and exalted above the heavens. 27Unlike the
other high priests, He does not need to offer daily
sacrifices, first for His own sins and then for the
sins of the people; He sacrificed for sin once for
all when He offered up Himself. 28For the law
appoints as high priests men who are weak; but
the oath, which came after the law, appointed the
Son, who has been made perfect forever.

Christ’s Eternal Priesthood

The point of what we are saying is this: We
do have such a high priest, who sat down at
the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in
heaven, 2and who ministers in the sanctuary and
true tabernacle set up by the Lord, not by man.
3 And since every high priest is appointed to offer

This is why Moses was warned when he was
about to build the tabernacle: “See to it that you
make everything according to the pattern shown
you on the mountain.”f

The New Covenant (Jeremiah 31:26-40)

6Now, however, Jesus has received a much more
excellent ministry, just as the covenant He medi-
ates is better and is founded on better promises.
7For if that first covenant had been without fault,
no place would have been sought for a second.
8But God found fault with the people and said:

“Behold, the days are coming,
declares the Lord,
when I will make a new covenant
with the house of Israel
and with the house of Judah.
91t will not be like the covenant
I made with their fathers
when I took them by the hand
to lead them out of the land of Egypt,
because they did not abide by My covenant,
and I disregarded them,
declares the Lord.
10For this is the covenant I will make
with the house of Israel
after those days,
declares the Lord.
[ will put My laws in their minds
and inscribe them on their hearts.
And I will be their God,
and they will be My people.
11No longer will each one teach his neighbord
or his brother,

The Earthly Tabernacle
(Exodus 40:1-33; Acts 7:44-47)
9 Now even¢ the first covenant? had regula-
tions for worship and also an earthly sanctu-
ary. 2A tabernacle was prepared. In its first room
were the lampstand, the table, and the conse-
crated bread.c This was called the Holy Place.
3Behind the second curtain was a room called
the Most Holy Place,? 4containing the golden al-
tar of incense and the gold-covered ark of the
covenant. Inside the ark were the gold jar of
manna, Aaron’s staff that had budded, and the
stone tablets of the covenant. 5Above the ark
were the cherubim of glory, overshadowing the

mercy seat.¢ But we cannot discuss these things
in detail now.

6When everything had been prepared in this
way, the priests entered regularly into the first
room to perform their sacred duties. 7But only
the high priest entered the second room, and
then only once a year, and never without blood,
which he offered for himself and for the sins the
people had committed in ignorance.

8By this arrangement the Holy Spirit was show-
ing that the way into the Most Holy Placef had
not yet been disclosed as long as the first taber-
nacle was still standing. 91t is an illustration for
the present time, because the gifts and sacrifices
being offered were unable to cleanse the con-
science of the worshiper. 10They consist only in
food and drink and special washings and9 exter-
nal regulations imposed until the time of reform.

Redemption through His Blood

11But when Christ came as high priest of the
good things to come,” He went through the
greater and more perfect tabernacle that is not
made by hands and is not a part of this creation.
12He did not enter by the blood of goats and
calves, but He entered the Most Holy Place once
for all by His own blood, thus securing eternal re-
demption.

13For if the blood of bulls and goats! and the
ashes of a heifer sprinkled on those who are cer-
emonially unclean sanctify them so that their
bodies are clean, 14how much more will the
blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit/

15Therefore Christ is the mediator of a new cov-
enant, so that those who are called may receive
the promised eternal inheritance, now that He
has died to redeem them from the transgressions
committed under the first covenant.

161n the case of a will,! it is necessary to establish
the death of the one who made it, 17because a
will does not take effect until the one who made
it has died; it cannot be executed while he is still
alive.

18That is why even the first covenant was not put
into effect without blood. 19For when Moses had
proclaimed every commandment of the law to all
the people, he took the blood of calves and
goats,™ along with water, scarlet wool, and hys-
sop, and sprinkled the scroll and all the people,
20saying, “This is the blood of the covenant,
which God has commanded you to keep.”n

21In the same way, he sprinkled with blood the
tabernacle and all the vessels used in worship.
22 According to the law, in fact, nearly everything
must be purified with blood, and without the
shedding of blood there is no forgiveness.

23S0 it was necessary for the copies of the heav-
enly things to be purified with these sacrifices,
but the heavenly things themselves with better
sacrifices than these. 24For Christ did not enter a
man-made copy of the true sanctuary, but He en-
tered heaven itself, now to appear on our behalf
in the presence of God.

25Nor did He enter heaven to offer Himself again
and again, as the high priest enters the Most Holy
Place every year with blood that is not his own.
26 Otherwise, Christ would have had to suffer re-
peatedly since the foundation of the world. But
now He has appeared once for all at the end of
the ages to do away with sin by the sacrifice of
Himself.

27]Just as man is appointed to die once, and after
that to face judgment, 28so also Christ was of-
fered once to bear the sins of many; and He will
appear a second time, not to bear sin, but to bring
salvation to those who eagerly await Him.

(Psalm 40:1-17)
1 For the law is only a shadow of the good
things to come, not the realities them-
selves. The same sacrifices offered year after
year can never? make perfect those who draw
near to worship. 2If it could, would not the offer-
ings have ceased? For the worshipers would
have been cleansed once for all, and would no
longer have felt the guilt of their sins.

3Instead, those sacrifices are an annual reminder
of sins, 4because it is impossible for the blood of
bulls and goats to take away sins. 5Therefore,
when Christ came into the world, He said:

“Sacrifice and offering You did not desire,
but a body You prepared for Me.
6In burnt offerings and sin offerings
You took no delight.
7Then I said, ‘Here I am, it is written about Me
in the scroll:
I have come to do Your will, O God."”b

8In the passage above He says, “Sacrifice and
offering,¢ burnt offerings and sin offerings You
did not desire, nor did You delight in them”
(although they are offered according to the law).
9Then He adds, “Here I am, [ have come to do
Your will, 0 God.?” He takes away the first to es-
tablish the second. 10And by that will, we have
been sanctified through the sacrifice of the body
of Jesus Christ once for all.

11Day after day every priest stands to minister
and to offer again and again the same sacrifices,
which can never take away sins. 12But when this
Priest had offered for all time one sacrifice for
sins, He sat down at the right hand of God.
13Since that time, He waits for His enemies to be
made a footstool for His feet, 14because by a sin-
gle offering He has made perfect for all time
those who are being sanctified.

15The Holy Spirit also testifies to us about this.
First He says:

16“This is the covenant I will make with them
after those days, declares the Lord.

A Call to Persevere (Jude 1:17-23)

19Therefore, brothers, since we have confidence
to enter the Most Holy Placed by the blood of Je-
sus, 20by the new and living way opened for us
through the curtain of His body," 21and since we
have a great priest over the house of God, 22let
us draw near with a sincere heart in full assur-
ance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled to
cleanse us from a guilty conscience and our bod-
ies washed with pure water.

39But we are not of those who shrink back and
are destroyed, but of those who have faith and
preserve their souls.

Faith and Assurance (Gen. 1:1-2; John 1:1-5)
1 1 Now faith is the assurance of what we
hope for and the certainty of what we do

not see. 2This is why the ancients were com-
mended.

3By faith we understand that the universe was
formed at God’s command, so that what is seen
was not made out of what was visible.

The Faith of Abel, Enoch, Noah (Genesis 4-9)

4By faith Abel offered God a better sacrifice than
Cain did. By faith he was commended as right-
eous when God gave approval to his gifts. And by
faith he still speaks, even though he is dead.

5By faith Enoch was taken up¢ so that he did not
see death: “He could not be found, because God
had taken him away.”d For before he was taken,
he was commended as one who pleased God.

6 And without faith it is impossible to please God,
because anyone who approaches Him must be-
lieve that He exists and that He rewards those
who earnestly seek Him.

7By faith Noah, when warned about things not
yet seen, in godly fear built an ark to save his
family. By faith he condemned the world and be-
came heir of the righteousness that comes by
faith.

The Faith of Abraham and Sarah
(Genesis 15-22; Romans 4:1-12)

8By faith Abraham, when called to go to the
place¢ he would later receive as his inheritance,
obeyed and went, without knowing where he
was going. 9By faith he dwelt in the promised

11By faith Sarah, even though she was beyond
the proper age, received power andfwas enabled
to conceive a child, because she considered Him
faithful who had promised. 12And so from one
man, and he as good as dead, came descendants
as numerous as the stars in the sky and as count-
less as the sand on the seashore.

13 All these people died in faith, without having
received the things they were promised. How-
ever, they saw them and welcomed them from
afar. And they acknowledgedd that they were
strangers and exiles on the earth.

14Now those who say such things show that they
are seeking a country of their own. 151f they had
been thinking of the country they had left, they
would have had opportunity to return. 16In-
stead, they were longing for a better country, a
heavenly one. Therefore God is not ashamed to
be called their God, for He has prepared a city for
them.

17By faith Abraham, when he was tested, offered
up Isaac on the altar. He who had received the
promises was ready to offer his one and only
son,i 18even though God had said to him,
“Through Isaac your offspring will be reckoned.”!
19 Abraham reasoned that God could raise the
dead, and in a sense, he did receive Isaac back
from death.

The Faith of Isaac, Jacob, and Joseph
(Genesis 27-50)

20By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau concern-
ing the future.

21By faith Jacob, when he was dying, blessed
each of Joseph’s sons and worshiped as he leaned
on the top of his staff.

22By faith Joseph, when his end was near, spoke
about the exodus of the Israelites and gave in-
structions about his bones.

The Faith of Moses (Ex. 2-15; Acts 7:20-22)
23By faith Moses’ parents hid him for three
months after his birth, because they saw that he

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was a beautiful child, and they were unafraid of
the king’s edict.

24 By faith Moses, when he was grown, refused to
be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter. 25He
chose to suffer oppression with God’s people ra-
ther than to experience the fleeting enjoyment of
sin. 26He valued disgrace for Christ above the
treasures of Egypt,? for he was looking ahead to
his reward.

27By faith Moses left Egypt, not fearing the king’s
anger; he persevered because he saw Him who
is invisible. 28 By faith he kept the Passover and
the sprinkling of blood, so that the destroyer of
the firstborn would not touch Israel’s own
firstborn.

29By faith the people passed through the Red Sea
as on dry land; but when the Egyptians tried to
follow,? they were drowned.

The Faith of Many (Joshua-Malachi)

30By faith the walls of Jericho fell, after the peo-
ple had marched around them for seven days.

31By faith the prostitute Rahab, because she wel-
comed the spies in peace, did not perish with
those who were disobedient.

32 And what more shall I say? Time will not allow
me to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah,
David, Samuel, and the prophets, 33who through
faith conquered kingdoms, administered justice,
and gained what was promised; who shut the
mouths of lions, 34quenched the raging fire, and
escaped the edge of the sword; who gained
strength from weakness, became mighty in bat-
tle, and put foreign armies to flight.

35Women received back their dead, raised to life
again. Others were tortured and refused their
release, so that they might gain a better resurrec-
tion. 36Still others endured mocking and flog-
ging, and even chains and imprisonment.

37They were stoned, they were sawed in two,
they were put to the test,c they were put to death
by the sword. They went around in sheepskins
and goatskins, destitute, oppressed, and mis-
treated. 38The world was not worthy of them.
They wandered in deserts and mountains, and
hid in caves and holes in the ground.

40God
had planned something better for us, so that to-
gether with us they would be made perfect.

A Call to Endurance (2 Timothy 2:1-13)

1 Therefore, since we are surrounded by

such a great cloud of witnesses, let us
throw off every encumbrance and the sin that so
easily entangles, and let us run with endurance
the race set out for us. 2Let us fix our eyes on Je-
sus, the author? and perfecter of our faith, who
for the joy set before Him endured the cross,
scorning its shame, and sat down at the right
hand of the throne of God. 3Consider Him who
endured such hostility from sinners, so that you
will not grow weary and lose heart.

God Disciplines His Sons

4In your struggle against sin, you have not yet
resisted to the point of shedding your blood.
5And you have forgotten the exhortation that ad-
dresses you as sons:

“My son, do not take lightly the discipline of
the Lord,
and do not lose heart when He rebukes
you.
6For the Lord disciplines the one He loves,
and He chastises every son He receives.”¢

7Endure suffering as discipline;/ God is treating
you as sons. For what son is not disciplined by his
father? 8If you do not experience discipline like
everyone else, then you are illegitimate children
and not true sons. 9Furthermore, we have all had
earthly fathers who disciplined us, and we re-
spected them. Should we not much more submit
to the Father of our spirits and live?

10Qur fathers disciplined us for a short time as
they thought best, but God disciplines us for our
good, so that we may share in His holiness. 11No
discipline seems enjoyable at the time, but pain-
ful. Later on, however, it yields a harvest of right-
eousness and peaced to those who have been
trained by it.

12Therefore strengthen your limp hands and
weak knees.” 13Make straight paths for your
feet,’ so that the lame may not be disabled, but
rather healed.

14Pursue peace with everyone, as well as holi-
ness, without which no one will see the Lord.
15See to it that no one falls short of the grace of
God, and that no root of bitterness? springs up to
cause trouble and defile many. 16See to it that no
one is sexually immoral, or is godless like Esau,
who for a single meal sold his birthright. 17For
you know that afterward, when he wanted to in-
herit the blessing, he was rejected. He could find
no ground for repentance, though he sought the
blessing with tears.

For if the people did not escape when
they refused Him who warned them on earth,
how much less will we escape if we reject Him
who warns us from heaven? 26 At that time His
voice shook the earth, but now He has promised,
“Once more [ will shake not only the earth, but
heaven as well.”9 27 The words “Once more” sig-
nify the removal of what can be shaken—that
is, created things—so that the unshakable may
remain.

15Through Jesus, therefore,” let us continually
offer to God a sacrifice of praise, the fruit of lips
that confess His name.

(Jude 1:1-2)

To the twelve tribes of the Dispersion:@

James, a servant of God and of the Lord Jesus
Christ,

Greetings.

Rejoicing in Trials
(Philippians 1:12-20)

2Consider it pure joy, my brothers, when you en-
counter trials of many kinds, 3because you know
that the testing of your faith develops persever-
ance. 4Allow perseverance to finish its work,
so that you may be mature and complete, not
lacking anything.

5Now if any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask
God, who gives generously to all without finding
fault, and it will be given to him. 6 But he must ask
in faith, without doubting, because he who
doubts is like a wave of the sea, blown and tossed
by the wind. 7That man should not expect to
receive anything from the Lord. 8He is a double-
minded man, unstable in all his ways.

9The brother in humble circumstances should
exult in his high position. 10But the one who is
rich should exult in his low position, because he
will pass away like a flower of the field. 11For the
sun rises with scorching heat and withers the
plant; its flower falls and its beauty is lost. So too,
the rich man will fade away in the midst of his
pursuits.

12Blessed is the man who perseveres under trial,
because when he has stood the test, he will
receive the crown of life that the Lord? has prom-
ised to those who love Him.

Good and Perfect Gifts

13When tempted, no one should say, “God is
tempting me.” For God cannot be tempted by evil,
nor does He tempt anyone. 14But each one is

tempted when by his own evil desires he is lured
away and enticed. 15Then after desire has con-
ceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-
grown, gives birth to death.

16Do not be deceived, my beloved brothers.
17Every good and perfect gift is from above, com-
ing down from the Father of the heavenly lights,
with whom there is no change or shifting
shadow.c 18He chose to give us birth through the
word of truth, that we would be a kind of
firstfruits of His creation.d

Hearing and Doing

19So0 then, my beloved brothers, everyone¢
should be quick to listen, slow to speak, and slow
to anger, 20for man’s anger does not bring about
the righteousness that God desires. 21 Therefore,
get rid of all moral filth and every expression of
evil, and humbly accept the word planted in you,
which can save your souls.

22Be doers of the word, and not hearers only.
Otherwise, you are deceiving yourselves. 23For
anyone who hears the word/ but does not carry
it out is like a man who looks at his face in a mir-
ror, 24and after observing himself goes away and
immediately forgets what he looks like. 25But the
one who looks intently into the perfect law of
freedom, and continues to do so—not being a
forgetful hearer, but an effective doer—he will
be blessed in what he does.

3Indeed, when? we put bits into the mouths of
horses to make them obey us, we can guide the
whole animal. 4Consider ships as well. Although
they are so large and are driven by strong winds,
they are steered by a very small rudder wherever
the pilot is inclined.

5In the same way, the tongue is a small part of
the body, but it boasts of great things. Consider
how small a spark sets a great forest ablaze. 6 The
tongue also is a fire, a world of wickedness
among the parts of the body. It pollutes the
whole person, sets the course of his life on fire,
and is itself set on fire by hell.4

3And when you do ask,
you do not receive, because you ask with wrong
motives, that you may squander it on your
pleasures.

4You adulterers and adulteresses!d Do you not
know that friendship with the world is hostility
toward God? Therefore, whoever chooses to be a
friend of the world renders himself¢ an enemy of
God. 50r do you think the Scripture says without
reason that the Spiritf who dwellsd in us yearns
with envy? 6But He gives us more grace. This is
why it says:

“God opposes the proud,
but gives grace to the humble.”?

Praise from the Great Multitude

5Then the angel took the censer, filled it with fire
from the altar, and hurled it to the earth; and
there were peals of thunder, rumblings,¢ flashes
of lightning, and an earthquake.

The First Four Trumpets

6And the seven angels with the seven trumpets
prepared to sound them.

7Then the first angel sounded his trumpet, and
hail and fire mixed with blood were hurled down
upon the earth. A third of the earth was burned
up, along with a third of the trees/ and all the
green grass.

8Then the second angel sounded his trumpet,
and something like a great burning mountaindg
was thrown into the sea. A third of the sea turned
to blood, 9a third of the living creatures in the sea
died, and a third of the ships were destroyed.

10Then the third angel sounded his trumpet, and
a great star burning like a torch fell from heaven
and landed on a third of the rivers and on the
springs of water. 11The name of the star is
Wormwood. A third of the waters turned bitter
like wormwood oil,” and many people died from
the bitter waters.

The Fifth Trumpet

Then the fifth angel sounded his trumpet,

and I saw a star that had fallen from heaven
to earth, and it was given the key to the pit of the
Abyss. 2The star opened the pit of the Abyss, and
smoke rose out of it like the smoke of a burning?
furnace, and the sun and the air were darkened
by the smoke from the pit.

3And out of the smoke, locusts descended on the
earth, and they were given power like that of the
scorpions of the earth. 4They were told not to
harm the grass of the earth or any plant or tree,
but only those who did not have the seal of God
on their foreheads. 5The locusts were not given
power to kill them, but only to torment them for
five months, and their torment was like the sting-
ing of a scorpion.

7 And the locusts looked like horses prepared for
battle, with something like crowns of gold on
their heads; and their faces were like the faces of
men.

13Then the sixth angel sounded his trumpet, and

18A third of mankind was killed by the three
plaguesd of fire, smoke, and sulfur that pro-
ceeded from their mouths. 19For the power of
the horses was in their mouths and in their tails;

with which to inflict harm.

20Now the rest of mankind who were not killed
by these plagues still did not repent of the works
of their hands. They did not stop worshiping de-
mons and idols of gold, silver, bronze, stone, and
wood, which cannot see or hear or walk. 21Fur-
thermore, they did not repent of their murder,
sorcery, sexual immorality, and theft.

His face was like the
sun, and his legs were like pillars of fire. 2He held
in his hand a scroll,? which lay open.

And when he cried out, the seven
thunders sounded their voices.

4When the seven thunders had spoken/ I was
about to put it in writing. But [ heard a voice from
heaven saying, “Seal up what the seven thunders
have said, and do not write it down.”

5Then the angel I had seen standing on the sea
and on the land lifted up his right hand* to
heaven. 6 And he swore by Him who lives forever
and ever, who created heaven and everything in
it, the earth and everything in it, and the sea and
everything in it: “There will be no more delay!

“Yes, Lord God Almighty,
true and just are Your judgments.”

8Then the fourth angel poured out his bowl on
the sun, and it was given power to scorch the
people with fire. 9And the people were scorched
by intense heat, and men cursed? the name of
God, who had authority over these plagues. Yet
they did not repent and give Him glory.

10And the fifth angel poured out his bowl on the
throne of the beast, and its kingdom was plunged
into darkness, and men began to gnaw their
tongues in anguish 1land curse the God of
heaven for their pains and sores.
